Is an essentially Dalnful thine: whereas the very essence of sacrifice la avoluntary and Klad pouring forth cf
life that others may share it. Painonljr arises when there Is discord in
the nature of the sacriflcer between
the life whose Joy is in gHInt; and
the form whose satisfaction lies In
grasping. Spirit Is the active divine
life in every form and manifests itself
In giving. The essential activity of
matter (form) lies In receiving life
Impulses; thus it is maintained, with-
draw life and the form diilntegratej
Thus the Idea arose of suffering from
sacrifice, for man, blinded bv form.
Identifies himself wiUi it, and feels
the struggle of the form for existence.
Not until man identifies himself with
the life Instead of with the form will
he be rid of the element of pain. In
a perfectly harmonized entity pain
cannot be, for then the form Is the
perfect vehicle of life, which is con-
stantly pouring Itself out to take
birth In a higher form. Knowledge
of the law of sacrifice would show itas efnlnently practical In dailv life.

the business section are in such great
demand for the few days prior to .arid
following the inauguration that in many
Instances rentals are obtained which areequal to the rental of the property forseveral months, but this is allowable
when we understand that arranging forthese accommodations considerable ex-
pense and temporary inconvenience isexperienced. The Central Union Mis-
sion, the work and object of which or-
ganization is the relief of cases of dis-
tress among the poor and homeless, hasa large auditorium, dining room, workrooms, and dormitories for feeding andsheltering and giving employment andspiritual comfort to these unfortunates.

xnia uuuuing having such extensive
floor bpace ana being centrally located
is in great demand by clubs, organiza-
tions, and large bodies of troops upon
occasions like the present and tne man-
agement are to be highly commended
tor refusing to rent out their building,
even thougn attractive offers have been
maue. '1ms stand Is especially praise-
worthy at the present time when

Is $300 In arrears for current
expenses, and are also making a spe-
cial effort to clear off an indebtedness
of 30,u00 on their property, all of which
Is subscribed except ,000. With this
amount subscribed relieving them of the
annual interest charges the effectiveness
of their work would be largely in-
creased.

The amount they could hae rccehed
from the rental ot their building for the
coining week would have covered the
arrears in current espenscs and would
have givn them a substantial amount
to appl to the propel ty debt, but It
they had considered the matter from
the bublne&s point of view it would have
been necessary to close the doors for
that period to a large number of unfor-
tunates and would have driven them
to beg or else to suffer from hunger or

It Is a condition of this kind that too
frequently drives some of them to deeds
of lawlessness, and any city is fortunate
to hae an organization of this kind tocare for this class of people. Many of
them who are not bad have arrived atthe dividing of the paths and through
desperation may be driven to crlm.
ii they can with a little of genuine
bjmpaihy and help be reclaimed and
started on the upward path. Tnis is theLi M.M. ., I , I
from Ihp. rVntr.il llnn TI.lor. nhlfl.
docs this work in an unostentatiousmanner and It Is for that reason that
so much of the good work they do is
never known abroad.

Had it not been that the management
have a thorough knowledge of the dis-
tress conditions of the city, and thatthey were sincere In their efforts for thephysical relief and spiritual uplift of
these people it would have been an easy
matter for them to liave rented theirbuilding for the week at a figure that
would helped them materially.

The management of the mission have
pledges for ?:i.000 of their indebtedness,
tome of these being conditioned upon
their raising the remaining $9,000.

They have circulated an appeal for
contributions in such amounts as can
be given, nnd the results are encourag-

Is-n- the omnipo-
tent hand strong enough to guide the
destinies of his people without our fee-
ble efforts to help? Shall we be so pre-
sumptuous as to believe we can assist
the Almtnghty? Let us answer these
queries. Tankee fashion, by -- propounding

another question: Ovr great Amer-
ica is strong andjsafe. well protected by
a mighty army and a magnificent navy.
Why then need we be patriots? Shall
we not take In from our front porches
the stars and stripes and refuse to do
or dare any longer for our native land?
Of what possible value could we 'alone
be to our country In a time of need?
But we hide our faces in shame at the
thought It may be true that our land
will stand throughout all the ages, and
vlthout our aid, but shall we deprive
ourselves of tho glorious privilege of
helping our dear country -- to stand,
strong and free, a haven for the op-
pressed .of every clime Just so with
the heavenly kingdom. God may not
depend upon you or me literally for the
extension of His kingdom. .But just thl
same, we want to feel the Joy of serv-
ice, to know that we have been co-
partners, with God In the upbuilding of
the characters of men, in the further
ance of righteousness on the earth.
And we recognise, too, that under the
great nlan. it does seem to be "up to"
us whether or not certain things are ac-
complished, od forbid that a soul should
fall to find its way Into the kingdom ot
heaven through any failure of ours to
serve.

And if we follow that great
example of service of
humanity, we have the rich assurance
that our service of our poor brethren
is a service unto tne king, ror the Mas-
ter has said: "Inasmuch as ye have
done It unto one of the least of these,
my brethren, ye have done It unto me."

Willingness To Serve.
Perhaps the first requisite of service

Is willingness. Whoever heard of a suc-
cessful army that had to be driven by
main-forc- e into the conflict? Or of an
honor man in a university who didn't
care to study; ur oi a noted atniete
who didn't like to engage In athletic
activities at every opportunity? If wa
are to do service ror tne King, it must
be a willing, glad. Joyous, impetuous
service. The Master wants no half-
hearted drones in his vineyard.

Training for Service.
Before an athletic contest ot any

kind, or a football or baseball season,
the coach or manager insists upon a
long period of arduous training. The
successful baseball teahi Is the aggre-
gation that has not only good material,
but thorough training. The musician
and the lecturer must train fingers or
voice for many long years before the
public appearances that will win ap-
plause and honor. All life Is a training-s-

chool, and he who would win' in
llfe-'- s race must be well trained for
his course. Similarly, careful prepara-
tion and thorough training are necessi-
ties In performing successful service for
the King. The Sunday school teacher
needs careful, constant training; the
preacher must not only be trained In
the seminary and theological school,
but all through his life he must con-
tinue to study and prepare for his
service; the Christian Endeavor officer
or committee chairman will accomplish
far more If he studies the duties of his
office or of his committee and is well
equipped for the particular service thatmay be assigned to him.

Constancy In Service.
Another Important factor In service

Is constancy. The Christian who would
really accomplish results must be, one
who is not easily discouraged In well-
doing, nor yet one who works in fits
and starts, spasmodically, without
point or direction', but rather one who
alms at a certain goal, determines to
go In and win, and then keeps everlast- -
lngly at the task till ltjs completed.

Consecration for Service.
But more Important than willingness

to serve, preparation for, or constancy
In service, is consecration In service.
"Not my will, but Thine, be done," said
the 'late martyred President before his
great soul went Into God's keeping.
And that Is the spirit that will really
accomplish large results In the work of
winning" souls to the Master a

consecrated service, doing
the will of Him who bids us work in Mis
vineyard, rather than our own will.
The Christian Endeavorer has in his
pledge two secrets for renewing his
consecration in service: daily prayer
and daily Bible reading. Through the
keeping of these two Important pledge
principles the young Christian, or. In-
deed, the servant of years and experi-
ence, will find continually a new in-
spiration, a constantly renewed conse-
cration for the service of Jesus Christ
