REPORT- SHOWS SIZE
OF RUBBER INDUSTRY

Investigation at Akron Results
in Discovery of Great Solidity
of This Branch.

The report of the official investiga-
tion of the Akron, Ohio, rubber strike,
which was filed this week with Gov-
erner Cox of Ohilo, presents several
interesting features concerning the
rubber Industry.

The report, it is said, will be of little
scrvice in future adjustments between
eniployer and employe, but it calls
atiention to the solidity of the indus-
try and to the splendid part it plays
in the industries of the country.

It showa that during the year six
of the factories pald out $12,022,780
In wages in the one Ohio city; that In
the one clity $i12,949,000 are invested
in the businesa, and that the total out-

| pul for twelve months was $84,445,000.

Hut above all, the report shows that
the rubber Indusiry is not a sweat-
shop process, giving employment only
to poor forelgn laborers. Practically
all of the rubber workers are Amer-
fean citisens. They are of high grade
Intelligence and thousands of them
are home owners. The city of Akron
itself has all along been known as a
peaceful, prosperous place.

The investigating committee found
that many of the employes recelve
as much as 60 cents an hour. The
lowest rate paid to men is 17 cents an
hour. The lowest rate pald to women
is 20 cents an hour to beginners, and
the maximum 30 cents an hour.

The committee reports to the zov-
srnor that the sanitary conditions of
the plants are good. At the B. F.
Goodrich Company's plant—the oldest
of all the rubber dpl.lnts at Akron—
there was an abundance of light and
ventilation, and the whole uipment
was of the latest pattern. he tire
workers In this plant received ) cents
an hour, and were Known as among
the most skilled workmen in any In-
dustry.

At 21l of the factories the committee
reported working conditions, so far as
the tulldings were concerned, to
admirable. According to the findings
of the commiltee, the primary cause
of the strike was due to the agitation
of foreign professional agitators, and,
while the committee does not claim
that every individual employee was re-
celving as high wages as it would be
advieable for American workmen to
receive, the report does show that the
trouble was not due to the dissatls-
faction with wages.

The business has now gotten down
to normal, and it is belleved the report
