Charges that Frank H. Hitchcock, as Postmaster Gen-

eral during the Taft Administration, made misleading re-

ports involving almost a million dollars, that he withheld
promotions, allowed vacancies to go unfilled to the detri-

ment of the service, and made a deficit of $750,000 appear
to be a surplus of $200,000 were set forth in a report re-

ceived today by Postmaster General Burleson.

pensate for all practical purposes; but
VfcM the reported expenditures were
asaatected to mathematical analysis it
VIM found that the Immense and con-
stantly --Increasing volume of postal
transactions made under statements of
aseeadttares possible when the lesser
traasactices of a previous year are ed

la the transactions of a given
year and a part of the greater transac
tions of a given year go over to a suc
ceeding year.

Allege Criticism. Just
"The program of the

last Administration was the placing of
the Postofflce Department on a paying
basis. The policies pursued In the effort
to succeed at this plan were overworked
and resulted In defective administration
and just criticism on the part of the
public.

"That efficiency' and economy should
be substituted for wastefulness and ex-
travagance needs no argument, but the
postal service affects so vitally the in-

terests of the entire population of the
country that economy which means a
curtailment of postal facilities operates
as a check to the social and Industrial
progress of the country. The people are
entitled to the best facilities adminis
tered in the mnut pfflclent manner.
That the facilities furnished during the
last four years were not the best Is
cjny established by the facts."

Profit Claim Unfounded.
Referring to the practice of Mr.

Hitchcock basing his statement of the
cost of service upon payments male
during the year as shown by t'.ie ac-

counts settled by the auditor of the
Postofflce Department. Irrespective of
the years In which the obligations were
Incurred, the committee says:

"Notwithstanding the great zeal dis-
played in the effort to place the de-
partment on the paying basis
and the resultant Injuries to the ser-
vice, the claim of the former Post-
master General that the service actually
yielded a profit in 1911 has no founda-
tion In fact, as Is shown herein.

Five Senators Will Begin Big

Inquiry in Peonage Charges

From West Virginia.

INVESTIGATIONWILL GO DEEP

Chairman Swanson Will Call

First Meeting Monday to

Plan Proceedings.

The most Important Investigation
Into Industrial and-lab- conditions
ever made by a committee of Con-

gress will be began Monday by a
subcommittee of the Senate Commit-
tee on Education and Labor, which
was designated today at a meeting
at the CapltoL This is the Inquiry
under the Kern resolution into the
charges of peonage and other grave
abuses in the Paint Creek coal min-

ing region of West Virginia.
Senators Swanson of Virginia,

Shields of Tennessee, and Hartine of

New Jersey, Democrats, with Borah
of Idaho, and Kenyon of Iowa, Re-

publicans, were named as the sub-

committee to conduct the investiga
tion. Senator Swanson is chairman.

First Meeting Monday.
Senator Swanson announced that the

subcommittee would meet Monday to
prepare the preliminaries ol the wtrk.

Of foremost Importance in connection
with the forthcoming investigation Is
the fact that the subcommittee is dom
inated by men who wlU Insist upon a
thorough Investigation and who are In-

clined to sympathise with the miners.
It will be the purpose of tho subcom-

mittee
'

to make ( th Investigation as
sweeping' as possible and at the snme
time short. It will go fully Into the
condition leiAlng vu to th? nstrlSi !a
the Paint 'Creele region, all labor
phases of the case will be studied, the
facts as to peonage and alleged out-
rages will-b- e eacploted.-th- e operations
of the mllltry tribunal which has
thrown men Into prison for long terms
will be subjected to the y. and,
more than that, the extent to which
tho big financial Interests and the rail-
roads are Involved will be looked Into
with care.

Sherman Law Involved.
Whether there has been violation of

the Sherman law by combinations will
be one of the subjects the subcommit-
tee will keep In mind.
It is charged by mine operators in

the Paint Creek district that the strike
wa stirred up by competing mining
and railroad interests In other fleld3.

The subcommittee will go into the30
charges fully.

The purpose of the subcommittee Is

to set an example of a brief and yet
thorough investigation, with as little
expenditure of money as possible, it
feasible, it will not extend over more
than a month.

Secretary of State Bryan signed the

proclamation announcing the ratifica-
tion of the Seventeenth Amendment to
the Constitution at II o'clock this morn-

ing. Present by special Invitation In the

man Harry St. George Tucker of Vir-

ginia, who fathered a direct elections
resolution In the Fifty-secon- d Congress,
twenty-on- e years ago, and Senator
Borah of Idaho and 'Congresrman
Rucker of Missouri, who were chairmen
of tho Senate and House committers In
charge of the resolution which sub-

mitted the present amendment to Con-

gress.
Secretary Bryan used four pens in

signing the proclamation. With one lie
signed the first name, "William." de
livering it to former Congressman
Tucker; the second pen. which was used
to sln the name "Jennings," was given
to Congressman Rucker: the third pen,
with which he signed the last pan of
his name. "Bryan," he kept himself,
and tho fourth pen he gave to Senator
Borah, after signing the date.

Grouped around the Secretary as he
signed the proclamation and facing a
battery of cameras were the three
guests. Seated beside the Secretary
were Mrs. Bryan and Miss May Sharp,
of Wllkesbarre. Pa., a sister of Mrs.
Tucker.

Secretary Bryan afterward expressed
his deep gratification that

of the ratification had fallen to
him.

"I regard this as the most Importnt
reform that has been made in a century
affecting the methods of the Federal
Government," salU the Secretary, "and
I believe that a Senate chosen by the
people, and thus made responsive to
the people's will. Instead of degenerating,

A Senate chosun
directly by the people can speak with
greater authority, and thUB wield

.'er Causes Fight for Places

Stranded at Great Falls, because, the
power of the Great Falls division of
the Washington and Old Dominion rail
way failed, hundreds of Washington
residents spent the greater part of last
night in the waiting room of the sta-
tion there and, during the riotous scenes
when a car came at Infrequent inter-
vals, several women fainted, while men
fought for places in the car that would
carry them back to the city.

The trouble, according to road offi-
cials, developed in the power substa-
tion at Spring Hill and during part ot
tho night it was impossible to run but
one 'car between the McLean and Great
Falls stations. Yesterday was "Open-
ing Day" at the falls and all morning
the cars were crowded wtlh pleasure
seekers en route to the resort. When
the rush started the other way early In
the etci'lng, the trouble developed.

?I could not get a plare on a car
until 3 o'clock this tnornlnc." said one
pascecger. "and at that time there were
sun jm or more waiting to be carriedaway. Tne crush was the worst I ever
saw and I saw six or seven women
faint during the rush for seats. There
were many others who fainted In the
cars and the men would smash the win-
dows to give them air. It nas every-
body for himself.

"On the car I came In on tho register
snowea us iaros. xne power was ao
weak that it would take a car half
an hour to go the five miles from Mc-
Lean to the Falls, and longer than that
to get back with Its load. While tho
car was running there was so llttls
Juice in the wire that the lights were
not visible.

"When a car would get to the Great
Falls Station there would be a savage
rush for the door, and women had their
dresses torn and their hats crushed,
while the men fared little better.
There was but one telephono line from
the Falls Station to Washington, and I
counted forty-eig- ht people standing In
line to get to it after midnight."

Officials of the road said this morning
that thev had not yet learned wh.u
was wrong at tho substation. They
said that they had been able to run
two cars between McLean and Great
Falls the greater part of the night, and
that the last of the crowd left Great
Falls at 2:30 a. m.. reaching Washing-
ton at 3:30 p. m. AH service on the
road was normal tnerearter.

Loeb, Sloan, and Tyree Swear

They Never' Saw the Colonel

Intoxicated.

CLIMAX TO HIS EVIDENCE

Plaintiff's Closest Associates

at White House and on

Trips Tell of Conduct.

MARQUETTE, Mich.. May 31.
As a sort of climax to his case, Theo-

dore Roosevelt brought Into court to-

day the four men who have been
closer to him than anyone that lives,
aside from his wife and children, to
testify that he had never takes
liquor to excess.

W. Emlen Roosevelt, his cousin
and lifelong chum; Frank Tyree, and
"Jimmy" Sloan, the Secret Service
men, who spent all their waking
hours with him while lie was Presi-
dent and slept at his door at night;
and William Loeb, Jr., collector of
the port of New York, the colonel's
private secretary while he was gov-

ernor and President, all mounted the
stand and swore the colonel's use of
strong drink comes close to total
abstinence.

Only Milk Entered Room
Tyree, who guarded his door during

the ten hotly exciting days of the Chi
cago National Convention last year.
swore in that time no drink but milk
entered the Colonel's room.

W. P. Schaufele, of Cleveland, the
railroad traffic . manager who routed
and traveled with the Colonel'a cam-
paign train in 1111, also testified 'that

fglasa of mildly alcoholic drink on any
occasion. .

I made several
trips with him of several days' dura-
tion each on the Mayflower.

"I am more Intimate with him than
with any other living man."

Emlen Roosevelt was talking with
intense earnestness. His thin and
bearded face Is not like that of his
cousin, but he has the family method
of speech.

The correspondence was disclosed by
Senator Tillman today. Tho veteran
South Carolina Senator In an authori-
zed interview" said:

"In my judgment, it Is of vital Im-
portance to the future success of la
Democratic party that we should hava
currency legislation as soon as pos-
sible. There is no doubt In the mind
of anybody that the Republicans aro
fighting desperately, with their backs
to the wall, with two objects In vlaw.
They want to retard, as long as pos-
sible, the enactment of tariff legisla-
tion, and they want to retard as long
as possible, or prevent entirely, any
adequate revision of the banking laws
and currency system.

Their
game is perfectly patent to disgust tho
people with Democratic imbecility and
make them turn us out of power nsxt
election, giving them control of th
House so that during the balance of
President Wilson's term they can block,
any legislation whatever.
