John Wesley Burley was hanged
July 26, 1904, for assault on a white
woman, Nathaniel- - Green, alBo col-

ored, today paid similar expiation for
a similar crime. On tip same gal-low- s,

also, Charles T. Gulteau was
hanged June 30, 18S2, for the shoot-

ing of President Garfield.
Green died today remorseful for his

crime which was committed on

Christmas night, and which shocked
Washington as it had not been

shocked since Burley, on July 22,

1903, committed a like deed.

Point Lessen lo Race.
Oreen was hanged a few minutes

after 10 this morning:. Ten minutes
before that he had made a statement
to the press.

"I am sorry for what I did." said
Gfreen. all In a tremble. "Gin and 'dope'
are what made me forget myself. I
hope this will be a lesson to other mem-
bers of my race."

After these words. Green was again
closeted with the Rev. Michael Gallag-
her, a Catholic priest assigned to in-
stitutional work, and then two guards
bound his arms and handcuffed his
wrists for the march to the gallows.

Green walked to the scaffold with un-
faltering step, although he had been
oa the verge of a nervous breakdown
for the last twenty-fou- r hours. The
music artne Sunday services got Bold
of him and he broke down and cried' for an hour. This mornlng.-wh- en talking to. newspaper men. his hands
twitched convulsively and, at first when
he tried to speak, he could utter no
sounds. ..

Recovers His Nerve.
But as he went to the gallows, he

had his nerve back again to some ex-
tent, and he repeated a prayer as he
walked side by side with Father Gal-
lagher. Two guards were immediately
back of him. each holding him by an
arm. As Green came into the long cor-
ridor, he caught sight of the gallows
at the far end with a rope hanging
significantly from its middle. The gal-
lows hypnotized the prisoner, who did
not remove his eyes from it, although
he kept on praying.

Green, was not kept waiting long. In
forty seconds from the time he had
mounted the stairs to the scaffold he
had been made ready lo be hanged and
the trap was sprung.

Officials bound straps around his
ankles and his knees, slipped the noose
around- - his neck, tightened the knot,put the blacq-ca- p over hts face andsprang the trap.

Strangulation Causes Death.
The body fell six and one-ha- lf feit.

and physicians present saiu they be-
lieved the 'man was unconscious at
once. The fall did not break his neck
and death was causrd by strangulation.
It was exactly forty seconds more than
four minutes after 10 o'clock when the
trap was sprung.

Klght minutes later, the physicians
applied stethoscopes to Gr:cn's chest
and detected a flutt ring herrt beat or
two. In another minute there was no
sign of life at all. But the body
dangled for twenty minutes more be-

fore it wan cut down, the death cer-
tificate made out and then urrjudtred
to an undertaker. This undertaker was
engaged by men of Green's own lace
who ius saed his bodv from the
potter's Feld.

None of the subscribers to this fund
came tb see Green during the twsnty-fou- r

hours before his death. His only
lstors before the execution todaj were

ihe nrlest. who administered Holy
Communion, jail officials and the news-
paper men to whom he made hU last
statement.
