Inspect Yards, and Their
Colleagues Are Envious.

Navy yards must be Inspected
now and theén, as everyone knows, in
order to ascertain whether they really
should exist or be abandoned, whether
they need a few hundred thousand dol-
lars for material or repairs, and whether
the commandant is just the man ‘o give
the right sort of administration to the
navy yard in question,

unm Must Be Inspected.

At any rate, there Is now necessity
for the Inspection of the yards all the
way from Norfolk to Maine, and the
House Naval Affalrs Committee mem-
bers have rallied nobiy to the task, The
fortunate members of the commlittee,
forgetting such vexatioug problems as |
currency reform, lobbles, and the tariff,
will eal]l from Washington on the May-
flower tomorrow, They will be In Nor-
folk next day, and from that time on
will work thelr way up the Atlantle
coast. touching the cooling shores of
Malne about July 3L

Having made a personal acquaintance
with every navy yard en route, the
committee will turn back from Maine
and sall Into the hot port of Washing-
ton about July 5.
