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ERIE ROAD READY TO
ACCEPT ARBITRATION

Railroads Demand to Have
Their Desires Taken Up
With Those of Men.

NEW YORK. July 22 —The only prob-
lem the Federal medlators in the East-
ern rallroad strike situation had to deal
with todey was the request of the con-
ference of railroad managers that their
elght demands on the employes be ar-
bitrated along with the demand of the
men for a 2 per cent increase In wages.

The statement from President Under-
Wwood, of the Erie Rallroad, received by
the mediators, that his road would ac-
cept any award made under the New-
lands act removed what probably would
have been the most serlous obetacle to
An early settlement of the differences
between the union men and thelr em-
ployers.
drawal of the Erie from Its position—
that it wouid not grant an increase of
wages under any consideration—was
the assertion that the men would be
asked to defer the date on which any
advance might become effective to Jan-
wary, 1915

The union leaders declared today that
this was a question for the Erie to
settle with Its own men, and would
have no effect on the general arbitra-
tion plans. The Erle must now accept
the rullng of the board of arbitration,
however, and the conference committee
of managers will be authorized to rep-
repent the Erie in the conferences.

It is gen-
erally belleved that the rallroads will
consent to the withdrawal of these de-
mands, but If not, the mediators will
