(Continued from First Page)
flay of business on the water front.
Commerce has Increased to proportions
that folks do not realise, but where has
hi gone" One by one steamers and the
old four and six masters have left the
fiarbor never to come back. All of this
commerce now move by railroad."

Again Mr. Koogle would not state
that rates now pointed to by the rail-
roads, with free delivery thrown in,
did not design and effect the securement
of this business.

Docks Now Decayed.
Georgetown's wharves and docks,

many of them, have fallen into decay

and disuse. They no longer provide
causeway for commerce. Those In

operation, are handling local river busi-

ness. In sand, stone, gravel. Some few
foreign vessels make the port of
Georgetown, but they, too, handle
heavy freight for local use, such as
asphalt and slag paving block. All the
general commerce and merchandise to
the value of well over a million dollars
a year, imported through the port of
Georgetown, comes by railroad from
New York or Philadelphia-Som-e

of the old merchants who did
a business years ago that brought a
title of merchant prince, and who are
still fighting along, do not wish to be
quoted.

Washington merchants who are mili-
tant, energetic, and progressive, are
more active than ever today in or-

ganizing a great fight to bring back
the natural advantages that have not
accrued to the city's benefit because
they have become dormant as carriers
ot the community's commerce.

Shipping Throttled.
Joseph H. Lee. who, as ship chandler

in Georgetown, has watched the rise
and fail of the shipping business, de- -

lared today that there can be no
doubt that Washington's shipping has
been throttled by the railroads.

More than twenty years ago, he says,
the Clyde line ran its freight boats
from Philadelphia to Washington.
Their business was prosperous. Then.
as Mr. Lee expresses It, "the railroads
got after them and put them out of
business."

Aiso back in other days Washington's
supply of coal came by boats and
barges chiefly. Mr. Lee estimates that
at least two-thir- of the quantity used
here came by water. Now, he esti-
mates that less than one-thi-rd reaches
here by water. Only two Arms handle
water business.

The railroads make a rate on coal
which is 15 cents higher than the
barge rate, but the lower water rate
Is offset by the stevedore charges.
This would put the water lines and
the railroads on an equal footing,
but Mr. Lee explains that the rail-
roads made a further concession
which the water people could not
meet. The barges would bring a com-
plete shipment of, say, 800 tons. The
dealer had to pay for this entirequantity, and have the deliver madeall at one time. The railroad, on theother hand, would send the shipment
along a car or two at a time If thedealer wanted it in a small lot. Or
he could receive it in larger Qua-
ntities.

Eliminated Competition.
This advantage, Mr. Lee believes.

resulted in the almost total elimina-
tion of the coal shipping business by
water lines.

While he has no figures on the elim-
ination of the steamship line of twen-
ty rears back, he declared positively
that It was a case of the rail lines
driving the steamers out of the busi-
ness of carrying general freight to
Washington.

This statement squares with the
contention cf The Times and theBaltimore Merchants' Association thatthe railroads at present are eliminat-ing their store door delivery plan be-
cause they do not have the active,
serious competition they had twentyyears or more asro.

Baus Of Merchants Fight
The fight against the elimination of

free store delivery will be based on the
contention first advanced in The Times.
This paper has maintained that the ac-
tion of the carriers is a case of Jump-
ing a rate established in the first place
to meet water competition, because thatcompetition is now eliminated or re-
duced.

At any rate, Washington and Bai-tiruc- rt

commercial organizations will
stand toxether In the present fight.

The executive committee of the Mer-
chants and Manufacturers' Association
of Baltimore, is scheduled to meet to-

day to discuss plans for the fight, and
a general meeting of the body is called
for tomorrow.

With these meetings completed. Wash-
ington and Baltimore will have the basis
for united action. Then a conference
of all the organizations interested will
be called at an early date, so that the
fight may be carried on immediately
and vigorously.

Second Rate War Planned.
Business organisations undoubtedly

will soon take steps to meet the oppor-
tunity of making this city the actual
commercial gateway to the South. Seri-
ous freight rate discrimination, working
against Washington, as shown in The
Times yesterday, will probably be made
the subject of a second rate war.

At present, the commercial organiza-
tions prefer to fight the store-doo- r de-
livery proposition solely, but the South-e- m

rate fight appears today to be as-
sured.

Secretary Columbus, of the Retail
Merchants' Association, came out
strongly today in favor of an investi-
gation of the Southern rate discrimina-
tion subject as it affects Washington.
Then he would favor filing a case with
the Interstate Commerce Commission to
get a more equitable adjustment. Sec-
retary Grant, of the Chamber of Com-
merce, also favors fighting the South-
ern rate.

As pointed out in The Times yester
day, Baltimore and Alexandria get the
advantage over Washington in many
cases, thus shutting Washington out of
the race for commercial business in the
South.

Share of Trade Possible.
Traffic Manager Watts of the Freight

Audit and Adjustment Company, Inc.,
points out that it is not necessary to
make Washington a manufacturing
city to gain for it a position of business
supremacy. But Washington, by grasp-
ing its present opportunity, Mr. Watts
says, can have a share in the Southern

j wholesale trade, which now goes to
Alexandria and Baltimore.

As matters now stand. Washington
does practically nothing in the way of
commercial distribution to the South.
Yet with a more equitable freight rate
adjustment, he says, Washington could
come into its own and without detract-in- ?

EXPERT FIXES DATE

OF RECOVERED BUST

The bust stolen from the national
museum at Athens and dug up out of a
cellar at Baltimore, where it had been
burled, was not that of a girl, but of a
boy. it was not made a thousand years
before Christ, but about a hundred years
before. It has no historical value, as It
is merely a portrait bust of some little
hoy who llvevl In the second century,
B. C. and is valuable mostly because
cf its ant qulty. Also, the bust is more
Roman than Grecian in its influence.

These conclusions were reached by Dr.!
li s. ashington. of tne Carpegle

Laboratory after an x--
minatlon of the bust at the GreVk: lega-

tion last night In the presence nr a
Times reporter.

Dr. Washington, who was for five
years connected with the American
School at Athens and assisted in many
excavations of archaeological interest
declares that the bust does not show
the lines o" the best Grecian period
There Is more of a Roman Influence
about the piece of sculpture Moreover,
he says, the Greeks of the earlier period
from which the work was supposed ta
have dated, did not make portrait
busts. That came !n later with the
Remans.

But Dr. Washington is convinced of
one thing. The statue Is a genuine an-
tique. It Is not an Imitation. It Is not
of Parian marble, he says, of which
most of the Greek masterp'eces were
made, but had more the appearance of
being Pentellc, a stone found near
A'hens. which also was much used In
early works of sculpture.

It would be impossible. Dr. Washing-
ton said, to plate any great monetary
value on the bust. It was not, he
said, a reproduction of any historical

and has only Its extreme
age to give it added value.
