It would be interesting if the District Commis-|
<loners. or the House District Committee now in-
vestigating affairs of this city, would look carefully |
into the conduct of tax sales of property for a series
al vears past.

There has been quite too much of the disposition |
apparently to regard the tax sale as an opportunity
tc “soak” delinquents for the profit of a favored
buyer of tax certificates. Whether or not any im-
propriety has been committed by any official author-
ity, it is a fact that the mechanism of the tax sale
business has been organized to the disadvantage of
the property owner and the profit of the chief pur-
chaser of these evidences of delinquency. |

It seems but the most ordinary and reasonahle
presumption that when a piece of property is sold
for taxes, the owner should be notified of the fact.
> | Being notified, in the vast majority of cases, he would‘

| soon redeem and save himself the expense of penal

ties running for an indefinite time. Yet it has de-

veloped that there is no machinery and no rule for|
giving this notice. Instead, an aged clerk in the|
Assessor’'s office who took upon himself the task 0f|
sending out such notices, in order that owners might|
protect themselves, had to do the work outside of
office hours and in the face of persistent objection
bv his superiors and by the interests dealing in tax
titles, which seemed to have a good deal of influ- |

ence.

Not only this. The chief dealer in tax certificates
has for a long time been Charles H. Wiltsie, of
Rochester. N. Y. Wiltsie was given the privilege of
going to the indexes and copying off the list of prop-
erty subject to tax sale. The new District Com-
mission has looked into this practice, decided that
Wiltsie had a monopoly, and ordered that the prac-
tice shall be discontinued.
