Body of Guard at Calumet Is
Found in Road With Two
Bullets in Head.

CALUMET, Mich, Oct. 5.—The body
of Deputy Sheriff James Pollock, who
had been doing guard duty In connec-
tion with the strike of 15000 copper
miners here, was found today on the
Hurontown road, near Houghton.

There two bullet holes in his
head, and the body was badly disfigured
with bruises and bites.

It is sald that members of the District
Committee bave been informed that the
offica of auditor for the District Su-
preme Court Is a “‘fat job' and the
District Committee Is Inclined to take
sleps to reduce the pay of the posi-

Friende of the present auditor, Louis
A. Dent, say the fees Jo not reach
$90.00% or anrthing like that high fAgure,
but the chairman of the Diririet Com-
n:ittee s understood to belleve that If
the fees amount to even half that sum
they are entirely too large. There are
rumors that rertain persons who haye
had officlal dissgrcement with the audi-
tor have been agitating the subject of
his Income and will want to be heard
at the investigztion if one is Mnally de
termiined upon.

Chairman Ben Johnton recently inti-
mated that his commiti=e would make
a general investigation ino the conduet
of District courts to ascerigin if there
exists & “jury trust” in land conde mna-
tion proceedings.

Couldn't Think of Reason.

While Sarecky was undergoing his or-
deal Governor Sulser was in consulta-
tion at the “people’'s house” with Louls
Marshall, and Awstin G. Fox.

MEXICAN REFUGEES
NOW BIG PROBLEN

Garrison Sees Wilson on Plan
to Care For Natives Whe
Have Crossed the Border.

Embarrassed by thousands of Mexiean
refugees, men, women and chiidren,
who have fied across the border from
Pledras Negras, following the capture
of that elty by the Mexican federals,
Becretary of War Garrison held a con-
ference with the rPesident today to ar-
rive at some humane way of dealng
with the refugees without allowing
them to become public charges on the
Government.

Following the conference with the
President the Secretary digcussed the
matter with Counselor John Bassett
Moore, of the Btate Department, to as-
certaln the provislons of international
law regarding the question of asylum.
If there I8 nothuig to interfere, and It is
apparent that the refugees would be-
come public charges, they will be deport-
ed as any other indigkent mmigrants,
but efforts will be made to arrange the
deportation in such way as to insure
that no harm will come to them.

Asked after his eonference with the
President rega ding the wounded con=-
stiwtioralist eoldiers fr.'n Pledms Ne-
grus being cared for by this Govern-
ment, the Becretary sald that they

woull be senl back as soon as they re-
cuver,

“But," it was suggested, “Pledras Ne-
gras, to which they would be sent, is
in the hands «f the federals.”
