MS BLOW SAFE III

VIENNA POSTOFFICE

Police Here Are Notified That
Early Morning Job Netted

Big Loot for Burglars.

TUe Washington police and the Post-offi- ce

Department were notified today
that the safe In the postoffice at Vienna,

a-- , was blown open early Thursday
tnornin?, and J214 in cash 300 stamps
of various denominations, and a large
quantity of jewelry stolen.

The yeggemen are believed to be the
same ones who several weeks ago crack-
ed the safe In the postoffice at 5IL
Kalnicr, Md., and got away with sev-
eral hundred dollars in currency and
stamps.

Among the articles stolen from the
b?fe at Vienna .vae ti &nall gold pen-
cil, ret with topaz, which once belonged
tc Dolly Madison. It was the property
of Postmaster Kdmund S. Bouton and
vtas greatly prized ty him. Most of
the other Jewelry which was stolen was
the property of Hiss Rcbekah Raw-ling- s,

assistant to lYotmaBter Bouton.
As soon as tne robbery was report-

ed at the Postoffice Department, pos-t- a
llnspectors were dispatched to the

scene to make an investigation. Dr.
A. B. Coumbe. of Vienna, called at the
First precinct station after going to
the Postoffice Department, and re-
ported the robbery to the police for
Postmaster Bouton.

The only clue obtained so far is that
the cracksmen drove to Vienna some-
time after midnight Wednesday in a
"night liner" hired from one of the
public hack stands in this city.

No One Saw Yeggs.
The safe is believed to have been

blown between 1 and 3 o'clock Thursday
morning, but the information given the
police is that no one saw the yeggmen.
The postoffice is a one-stor- y frame
building In the heart of the village, but,
like the lob at ML Rainier, no one
heard the explosion "when the door of
the safe was opened, indicating that the
robbery was the Tvork of experienced
safe blowers.

About 4 o'clock Thursday morning,
William Schaffer, who lives near Mc-
Lean, Va., on "the Great Falls electric
Jlne, and not on the direct road lead-
ing to Vienna, found a "night liner"
overturned In a ditch in the road ner
his home. Schaffer assisted the driver
in righting his vehicle, and then asked
him how he came to be out in that di-

rection at that hour of the morning.
Tb driver explained that he had taken
a man who had missed the last car; to
hi shome. The driver pointed to a
house where he said he had taken the
man.

Hackmas Got Lost.
When Schaffer heard of the safe rob-

bers", he recalled that the hack driver
had acted in a suspicious manner and
made Inquiry of the man he said he
had driven home. The man told Schaf-
fer that he was not out of the house
Wednesday night or Thursday morn-
ing. The police believe that the yegg-me- n

may have gone to Vienna In the
vehicle and that the. driver got on the
wrong rdfed when he started back to
Washington, which accounted for his
being at McLean.

Besides the D0II7 Madison pencil, the
ether jewelry taken by the thieves
included two silver buckles, a gold
brooch, a diamond ring, a gold wedding
ring, and a gold emblem ring. A wal-
let containln papers belongln to Post-
master 'Bouton also was taken.

Deplores Politic.
Mrs. MasLennon was chief aid to

the grand marshal in the suffrage pa-

rade of March 3 last, and is president
of the society for the protection of the
dignity and honor of the uniform of the
I'nited States. She declares in her let-
ter of resignation that she is Impelled
to take the step because of the polit-
ical plans of the union and because of
her desire to be regular and loyal to
the national organisation.

"I have given my undivideded atten-
tion to the campaign for woman suf-
frage, not only because of my thorough
belief in the cause, but also for the
reason that the campaign has been un-
til recently ." Mrs. Mac-lenn-

states.
"The national association. In accept-

ing the resignation of the Congression-
al Union as an affiliated organization
and Its non-acti- in permitting the
union to become an auxiliary body, in-

dicates clearly to tny mind the disap-
proval of the national body toward the
bnlon's partisan - stand."

Stand Is Unfair.
In her letter to Mrs. McCorm.ck ad

vising her of the action taken, Mrs.
MacLennan says:

If the Proresulvs or Social-
ists should become tho majority party
and control the machinery of Congress,
we would claim from them the right
to govern ourselves nnd would hold
their, responsible for u refusal of this
just demand.".

Lose In Rules Committee.
Formal defeat of the plan to create

a special House committee on v. orr.an
cuffrage was tivcn today oy the Houte
Rules Committee, by a 4 to 4 vote.
The members who havor suffrage, prom-
ised to renew the fight to report out
the resolution nnd prevent it reins
"pigeon-holed- ."

Four Democratic Committeemen,
Congressmen Hardnick of Georgia,
Garrett of Tennessee. Oantrill of Ken-
tucky, and Pou of North Carolina, de-
feated the suffrage i (solution.

Two Republicans, Campbell, of Kan-
sas, and Lenroot, of Wisconsin, a Pro-
gressive; Congressman Kelly o Penn-
sylvania, and, one Democrat, Foster of
Illinois voted for the special committee.

Lenroot and Campbell afterward tried
to have the resolution returned to the
House without committee recommenda-
tion, for a test veto of the House mem-
bership. This was defeated 5 to 3, all
Democrats voting solidly against it.

Mayor Mitchel Still Hopeful.
NEW YORK. Jan. 24. Despite late

statements from Washington that CoL
George W. Goethals will certainly be
made governor of the Canal Zone,
Mayor Mitchel was still loath to believe
today that he would not be aoio to ob-
tain the services of the builder of the
canal as police commissioner of New
York.

"I would not accept any statement
that the President is anxious to retain
Colonel Goethals In the Canal Zone un-
less it came from the President him-
self." said the mayor.

"Colonel Goethals knows that the con-
ditions under which he said he would
accept the commlsslonership would be
granted." said the mayor. "An act by
the legislature giving the commissioner
absolute power In police matters would
be necessary before the conditions
named by Colonel Goethals could be
met"

The fact that Mrs. Theodore Roose-
velt played no small part In the efforts
made to induce Colonel Goethals to be-
come police commissioner here became
known today.

It also was believed Colonel Roose-
velt might have brought some influence
to bear. While George W. Perkins was
the emissary for Mayor Mitchel. Mrs- -

Roosevelt met Mrs. Goethals while in
the Canal Zone recently, and sought to
win her favor toward the position for
wnicn her husband was sought.
