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ADOPTED IN THE OPEN.

In the light of the statement of Sen-

ator Walsh of Montana it will be im-

possible to make the American peo-

ple believe that the free tolls plank
in the Baltimore platform was adopt-
ed in the dark. It appears Mr. Bryan
and everybody else knew exactly
what they were doing.

Under such circumstances, the ef-

fort to repudiate the plank is not
'kely to get far. If the Democratic

body in Congress reverses 'tsclf at
the instance of the White Hojsp on
the tolls question it will do so kow-inr- r

that the country knows that oi'c
of the planks of the Baltimore plat-
form has been deliberately broken.

And this will be done while tha
President is trying to convince the
suffragists that he cannot have any-
thing to do with suffrage because the
party has not yet acted on it.

FREE CANAL TOLLS.

President Wilson will be wise to
base his opposition to the exemption
tf coastwise shipping from the canal
tolls not upon treaty rights, but upon
economic grounds. He believes that
the exemption is in violation of the
terms of the Hay-Pauncef- treaty;
therefore he must believe that Con-

gress had no right to make the ex-

emption. But he admits, whatever
hiB own views as to the treaty obli
gations, that there is much honest;
aifference of opinion as to that point.
He might have added, without over-
stating the facts, that the honest
opinion controverting his views is
the opinion of an overwhelming ma-
jority, both of Congress and Of the
American people.

It is not to be assumed by anybody
that the great majority of Congress
lias so distorted a moral nature as to
be willing deliberately to repudiate
folemn obligations. And it is un-

thinkable that the vast majority of
the American people are of such dis-

honest minds that they would ap-

plaud and support treaty violations
by a Congress flagrantly disregard-fu- l

of obligations of honpr.
There isn't any doubt that, like the

members of Congress, the American
people believe this Government had
the right to do what it did in tne
matter of the toll exemptions, and
that in doing it our Government
reither evaded nor compromised
rational obligations toward other
countries to whom the

treaty had assured an equality
of treatment in the payment of tolls
M'd in other regulations upon canal
tiaffic

Perhaps both Congress and the
American people, however, are ready
w listen to the argument that the
o.emption of our coastwise shipping
is merely a free gift out of the
Treasury to interests which neither
need nor deserve such largesse.

INCREASE OF RAILWAY
RATES.

Important evidence in the case ir
'olvinf the proposal to increase-freigh- t

rates in Eastern territory is'
expected to be given before the In-

terstate Commerce Commission this
week. Out of the evidence which it
is expected will be presented, Louis
D. Brardeis, special counsel for the
commission, hopes to get material on
which to base his opposition to the
advance the roads are asking.

It is alleged that it will be rhown
the railroads have been indulging in
practices which have resulted in
losses to them of millions of dollais
annually. If this can be shown, it
?oes without saying that it will prob-
ably mean the commission will re-

fuse to grant the 5 per cejit in-

crease in freights at thir time. In-

stead, the commission is much more
Hkely to read the railroads a lecture
on the proper and economical man-
agement of their business.

For some time, intimations have
Heen strong that the majority of the
commission would take 'the position
he roads should not be allowed to

increase rates unless they could show
, 'heir lines were being operated ssj

economically as possible. Consc- -
. upntlv the tcstimnnv which will no '

taken this week is likely to prove of
moment. It is alleged in some quai-tc- rs

that one of the costly practices
of the roads is "spotting" cars for
arge shippers without charge and it

:s proposed to make these shippers
pay for such service. If assertions
made concerning this practice are
true, the roads might save millions
of dcyars annually by putting the
cost of this service on the big ship-
pers who gain advantage by it. It is
argued with considerable force that
thero is no reason why the great
body of the public should be made to
bear this burden for the benefit of
ypedal shipping interests. Other

practices akin to this are to ho
into in the belief that they

will show the roads are subjected to
drains in various directions which
might be. well stopped, not only with
benefit to themselves but the public.

LACKING IN AMMUNI- - .

TION.

Testimony before the Appropria-
tions Committees in House and Ser-at- e

has emphasized strongly the fact
that the country is without adequate
field artillery and ammunition to
meet war with a first class power.
This is not a new discovery. ArnTy
officers have said so for years. It is
only lately, however, that Congress
has shown-- a disposition to wake up
and deal with the situation.

The absurdity of spending such
sums as this Government expends on
its military arms only to find that in
a real war it would be utterly hai.df-capp- ed

because of lack of war mu-
nitions is too apparent to need ar-
gument.

However, there is some encourage-
ment in the fact the Government
seems about to embark on the policy
of manufacturing its own munitions
of war. Having adopted that policy,
there will be no excuse for not build-
ing up its reserve supplies.

POINT OF THE BREMNER
RADIUM CASE.

Four years ago, it has bean stated,
physicians told Robert G. Bremner
that the cancer from which he was
suffering could not be cured. Sur-
geons and physicians did their best
fcr him without aail. As a iast des-
perate resort an exceptional quan-

tity of radium was applied to his
body in the hope that the progress
of the disease might be arrested, if
nothing else. He continued to sink
and died.

His case, so far as radium was
concerned, was purely experimental.
The experiment has failed, and it is
in the nature of things that the op-timi-

which has been felt by suf-

ferers from the same scourge should
be depressed.

But the publicity his case has been
given will not be without its benefits.
It will at least have the effect of
correcting misapprehensions concern
ing the possibilities of radium as a
sure cure for cancer. We are appar-
ently still far from a solution of the
problem of combating the disease ef-

fectively. Early diagnosis and sur-

gical treatment accomplish many
cures and may be said to represent
the best that has been discovered on
tbe subject by protracted search anc'
experiment.

This is
the advice of practically all sjrjreor.s
that deal with cancer, including Dr.
Kelly. It is also the advice of com-

mon sense.

The most logical
reasons for reducing armaments will
pour in upon all governments, and
palaces will he built for pacific
discussion, but ou surely reallzo
that peace can only come from one
source: that is, bv just administra-
tion.

center," a great and magnificent

and united peoples and nations

the Old World. It has the high mis-
sion of furnishing a common hearth
to the children of all people.

"I am endeavoring to bring beforo
the minds of all nations the neces-
sity of a central rolnt of interna-
tional communication In the form
of a monumental, modern, hygienic
city, so comprehensive "and practical
as to house and deal with those
questions which are common to all
peoples alike, .and the solution ot
which is necessary for their men-
tal, physical, and spiritual progress.

Suggests America.
"Why should not such a city be

unveiled upon the Atlantic coast It
would be in keeping with Its noblest
records of union and democracy,
and thus springing Into reality
from virgin soil, would undoubtedly
extend Its lights far down tho un-
seen corridors of time and lllumino
and give encouragement to tho yet
unborn. ,

"Therefore, I trust that I can
count upon your sympathy and good
will to uphold and diffuse the idea
of a world centralization; and. If
possible, to gain tho sympathies of
your noble colleagues and friends to
sanction and aid In the furtherance
of this cause.
