But wyear after year, as the number
of motor ears in service has in-
creased by the hundreds of thou-
sands. he has shown the same ob-
stinacy in regard fo giving up the
place in the world’s economy which
he has filled for ages.

Enumeration of farm animals for
1913, the results of which have been
made public recently, discloses no
gign of Old Dobbin's decline.
Despite the cheapening of automo-
biles and the tremendous ncrease in
their number, there were 395,000
more horses in the United States
than in the previous y=ar. There
were also 60,000 more mules.

means of traction can be done away
with.

LINCOLN AND SUFFRAGE.

It is interesting to recall, on a
Lincoln’s Birthday in a year full of
woman's cry for a vote, that Abra-
ham Lincoln, seventy-eight years

ugo, wrote a suffrage platiorm which !
| could not Le Improved upon today

cxcept by the elimination of one of
the thirty-eicht words.

It is the pla‘form wupon which
Lineoln ran when he was a candi-
date for the legislature in 1836:

“T go for all sharing the privilege
of the Government who assist in
bearing its burdens. Consequently,
I go for admitting all whites to the
rights of suffrage who pay taxes or
bear arms, by no means excluding
females.”

Lincoln was only twenty-five
vears old in that campaign, but he
had already acquired his wonderful
art of saying things that everybody
could understund and remember.&he
word “whites” was n ry in such
a platform in 1836, As for its
elimination, it nardly need be said
that Lincoln’s own later acts elimi-
nated it.
