feint bv Gen. Refugio Velasco, federal
commander, to draw Villa into a trap.

This, of course, is merely a specula-
tion based on the fact that the rebels
had to light desperately in Gomez Pa-laci- o,

after apparently taking that p'ace.
Although the telegraph wires between

Juarez and the south were busy all
night. It was asserted by rebel officials
that not a lino of news rcgaiding the
battle was coming excepting that light-
ing was still in progress.

A report was circulated here and In
Juarez last night that Torreon' had sur-
rendered to Villa, but this has not been
conlirmed. Gen. Manuel Chao, military
governor of Chihuahua state, tele-
graphed to Villa and other cfticars on
the battlefield for Information, but he
received no reply.

Hammering Away At City.
"Hammering away at Torreon," was

the only Information that could be ob-

tained in constitutionalist circles In
Juarez.

Not a word of news has come here
from the seat of war since yesterday
morning when a stafr correspondent of
an El Paso newspaper sent a long dis-

patch from Gomez Palacio that that
suburb had been occupied by tlie consti-
tutionalists, and that the federal de
fenders Bad been driven out after forty
hours of dcr.perate fighting. Tills was
the only news received during the day,
except a brief official dispatch from Chi-
huahua at 5 p. m., stating that fighting
was still in progress at Gomez Palacio.
The same dispatch said that the rebels
had occupied the railroad roundhouse,
and were holding It against a tierce fed-
eral attack. J

Inasmuch., as the railroad roundhouse i
is in the northern part of Gomez la. I

laclo, it was believed, that, having once
occupied that railroad center. General
Villa's troops had encountered unexpect-
ed resistance and had been driven back.
Whether this check was merely tempor-
ary or a serious reverse could not, of
course, he ascertained. The roundhouse
is a stone building, furnishing an ex
cellent bulwark for troops forced to light
desperately.
