CALL FATAL ENGINE

BLAST UNAVOIDABL E

Coroner's Jury Makes Verdict

on Testimony of District

L Boiler Inspector 3 Dead.

Wie 'bursting of a. cylinder head yes-
terday In 'the engine room of the de-

partment store of 6. Kann, Sons & Co..
by which three employes were scalded
to death and & fourth "fatally bunred,
was due to an unavoidable accident, ac-
cording' to a verdict of & coroner's Jury,
rendered today in an Inquest over the
body of Alexander Cragie, one jf the
victims.

Frank Vermillion, District boiler in-

spector, was the principal witness. He
stated that he made the last official in-

spection of the plant last April and
found It in excellent condition. He
made another examination immediately
after the accident yesterday and again
this morning. He explained, that the
syllader head had not been blown out.
aa was supposed, but had been fcrced
out-b- y the piston, because a "cross
hed' had broken and allowed the
piston to advance five-eigh- ts of an inch
further than it should.

W. I Mothershead. chief engineer at
Kami's, who was on the first floor when
the explosion occurred, attributed the
accident to the same cause. He said
th'at he Inspected the machinery regu-
larly every morning and that. oVring
the thlrty-flv- e years he had been an
engineer, this was the first accident he
hd ever iiad.

Other' witnesses were Dr. Francis J.
Ready, resident physician of Emergency
Hospjtal.'-wh- o stated Uhe men were all
beyond, medical aid when brought to the
institution; John Kahl. electrician at
the store, who rushed into the engine-roo- m

and cut off escaping steam, and
George S. DeXeale. superintendent, who
told of quieting excited patrons and em-
ployes of the store.

Cragie die a few minutes after reach-
ing the hospital. Harry Russell, the
assistant engineer, led at 6 o'clock last
night, and "William Starks. colored fire-
man, died in the hospital this morning.
Benjamin Archer, colore, the fourth man
scalded, will die, it is said, in the hos-
pital.

Hamilton of Michigan, Each of Wiscon-
sin, and Kent of California. Democratic
friends of the repeal bill include Pal
mer of Pennsylvania, Sherley of Ken- -
uioicy. uovington or Maryland,. Henry
of-- Texas, Heflln of Alabama, Barkley
of Kentucky, and Montague of Virginia,

Four pages of the rivers and Ciarbors
bill were to be read when the House
met.

Administration supporters notified
their sympathizers to be on hand from
the outset. In order to put through the
special rule by an encouraging major-
ity. Mr. Campbell, of Kansas, a Re-
publican member of the Rules Commit-
tee, was "loaded" for an atack not only
upon the rule, but upon the entire
canal tolls matter.

Will Charge Truckling.
Early skirmishes in debate have In-

dicated that the Administration will
constantly have to meet tho charge that
the United States has adopted a truck-
ling attitude, and without exhausting
diplomatic negotiations has yielded to
the demand of JoRn Bull, that this
country give up certain rights to Its
own canal. Opponents of repeal also
hold up to public view the declaration
of the Baltimore platform In favor of
toll exemption for American ships in
the coastwise trade.

The friends of President Wilson argue
that not only is tolls exemption in vio-

lation of the treaty,
but it is distinctly a ship subsidy, and
that the Democracy has always op-

posed subsidies. They quote the Presi-
dent as saying that tho foreign policy
of the Administration dictates that this
country shall keep the word expressed
in its treaties, and that the United
States will become an international out-

law by breach of faith. On the mean-
ing of the treaty itself there is the
w idest diversity of opinion, and the de-

bate on the repeal bill only adds thou-
sands of words of argument on both
sides of the question.

By sitting late, it is possible for the
House to reach a vote on the repeal
measure Saturday night. If the House,
worn out by the frenzy of its own ef-

forts, decides to give the Jaded factions
occasional rest, the vote cannot bo
reached until Monday afternoon.

TOLLS FIGHT CRUCIAL

DEMOCRATIC TEST

Friends and Foes Summoned to

White House for Conferences

Throughout Morning.

All the morning. Democrats of
'and Senate, opponents as well

as supfefifters of the Administration In

the tolllontroversy, were calling at
the White House, conferring with tho
President and Secretary to the Presi-
dent Tumulty regarding the probable
outcome of the test vote on the cloture
rule.

Friends of the Administration were
expressing confidence in the outcome.
Secretary Tumulty predicted that the
rule limiting debate would bo carried
by a majority of fifty, and that the re-

peal bill itself would pass the House by
t. majority of 100. The estimates on the
passage of the bill by the House varied
from the figure fixed toy Mr. Tumulty
to a majority of from 75 to 80, fixed by
Congressman Covington of Maryland.

No secret is made at the White House
of the fact that President Wilson re-
gards the fight on the tolls repeal a
crucial test for the Democratic Admin-
istration, it Is realized clearly that tho
situation, from a political standpoint,
la fraught with alarming possibilities;
that a serious split In the Democratic
majority might mean ultimately an
overthrow of the Democratic power.

Every effort wiy be made by the
friends of the Administration on the
floor to avoid acrimony In the debate,
but from present indications the charge
is bound to come to the surface that
certain leaders in the House opposing
the President are sacrificing the party
In the hope of personal advantages.

That the split should come at this
time, when the dominant party Is facing
elections which to decide the complexion
of the next House and a third of the
Senate, they keenly regret. A loss of the
House next November will amount to a
repudiation of the Wilson Administra-
tion. But, according to the President's
friends, if the Administration is repudl.
ated the entire party must go down with
the President, and those leaders who
may be hoping to get temporary ad-
vantages out of the discomfiture of the
President, need not hope for Democratic
success in 1916. In other words, they
hold, if the party cannot be harmonious
under, tho leadership of President Wil-
son, It cannot be harmonious under any
leadership.

The President fully realizes that hit
own political future, and that of his
party may hang on the result of the
tolls fight. He realized it clearly when
he read his message to Congress urging
the repeal of the tolls exemption provis-
ion. But he feels that, had he pursued
any course, he would not only have fail-
ed to keep faith with his conviction that
the exemption clause is in violation of
the treaty obligations of the United
States, but he believes that he would
have been playing into the hands of
powerful interests which have looked to
the Democratic opponents of the Admin
istration not only to save tho free tolls
clause for the benefit of the
shipping trust, but to undermine .the
I'leslucnlH strength on trust legislation
and other reforms.
