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HITS NAVY CONTRACTS

W. H. Johnson Says System and

Inadequate Equipment Caus-

ed Discharges of Men.

The present system of letting con-

tracts for bis sun manufacture and
the Inadequate equipment of the Wash-
ington navy yard for work incidental
to this manufacture, wore declared to-il- ay

to be the greatest evils in the
Washington navy yard by W. H. John-
ston, president of the International As-

sociation of Machinists, which :s en-
deavoring to place the 109 man recent-
ly given two 'weeks' notice at the local
yard. He also sees the possibility of
further dismissals.

Lets Out Contracts.
The fact that the Government has let

nut contracts for the big guns instead
of handling the proposition here, is at-
tributed as the real cause for laying
off the 100 men at tho Washington yard.
The unallcr work that goes with tho
manufacture of the big guns, it is de-
clared, could be ably handled here,
were accommodations increased for ths
larger work.

"The greatest evil at the Washington
yard at present." dec'ared w. II. John-
ston this morning, "is the fact that
these blc guns which we believe should
be manufactured by the Government at
the naval gun factory, are let out by
eontract. thereby shutting the men out
"l employment. Tne small work on the.
breech mechanism, which goes with the
manufacture of the blc guns. Is also let
with the manufacture of the larger
suns, and is the reason for turning off
the men.

"We are doing all we can to place-th- e

103 men thrown out of work, and
in the next three weeks firms in other
cities will take them, in groups of twos
and threes. Here in Washington this
work has been looked upon as perman-
ent, by reabon of the fact that the
Washington yard has been known aa a
gun factory instead of a navy yard
proper. In other navy yards the men
expect to be laid off when work is
slack and accept their work with this
mderstanding."
J. P. Conlon. vice president of the

International Association of Machinists,
here, is dlrectlv in touch with the navy
yard men.

"Arrangements aro being made
throughout the countrv to take care
of the men from the Washington navy
vard. who care to seek employment in
other cities," declared Mr. Conlon to-

day.
All Are Specialists.

"We are In correspondence with firms
now and will place nearly all the men
turneu off within two weeks. In four
weeks all the men will be provided
with work

The men who "received notice are of
the highest type of mach'nists that
the country can anorn. iney are se-

lected for their special line or work,
and will have no difficulty In making
sood in other cities.

"It is not an easy matter at this time

"The clean city campaign and the
war on the "fly should ro hand in
hand.

ments for which these bacteria-carryin- g

insects are responsible '

Traceable To Flies.
Scientists have pronounced typhoid

fever to be directly traceable to
flies In many cases. Dr. Murray be-

lieves that the annual clean-u- p cam-

paign against filth and dirt and
against accumulations
will result in lessening the number
of typhoid victims in Washinston
this summer.

Kewcr cases of the disease were
reported in Washington last year

than in any previous twelve month.-an- d

health authorities are inclined
to attribute this improved showing
to the effective work of citizens last
spring in removing trash and de-

stroying disease-breedin- g sources.
Several forms of death may be ad-

ministered to the fly. The one es-

sential thing Is to be sure that death
results, rormaldehyde is reported

to be of sufficiently
poibonous properties to kill the irrl-t- ai
