NEW YORK, April 14. Without a relative to shed a tear, with-

out a funeral service of any kind, and with only the morbid glares of
a crowd of curious onlookers to mark his passing to the grave, the
body of "Gp the 31ocd," or Harry Horowitz, gunman, executed yes-

NOT A MOURNER AT FUNERAL.
Not a mourner attended the fu-

neral of the dead gunman. He did
net even have a coffin. Carried by
the undertaker. Samuel Rothschild,
his son. and the ur!cr of the hearF".
a plain poplar lo- - unolo7cl and
covered only wll.i a black cloth,
contained tie bo y o." Horowitz
when it left la Lenox avenue.

In the sti?et a throng of about
600 people jammed around the heirse
while across the way u mointr pic-

When the bodv .as U:.ic out. a
dozen pollccmei wore needed to
press back the throng, of curious,
who surged about tlw single vehicle.

told" that Harry Vallon, one of tho in-

formers, aided In the shooting when
Rosenthal fell. Neither was the dis-
trict attorney impressed with the, dying
gunman'b declaration that, "so tar as
lie knew." Becker had nothing; to do
with the murder plot.

Whitman has taken no steps to arrest
Vallon. who was given immunity, nor,
it is said, will he do no. Vallop himselr
admitted he was present when Rosen-
thal was killed in front of the Hotel
Metropole. and the only two men who
can swear he fired one of the fatal
bhots atc dead. They, Horowitz and
Robenberg. arc beicied. in tho light of
a'l that has transpired, were tho actual
murderers of the gambler whoBO
"squealing" to Whitman caused bis
murder.
