In the
cheaper houses, it is, of course,
impossible to heve a very elaborate
orchestra. In such places a pilan-

planist. The music adds a great
deal to the picture. The exhibitors
are well aware of this. A poor
selection of compositions can utter-
ly spoll & very good picture. On
the other hand &8 good selection can
help put a poor picture in a very
mueh better light.
