Equipment vs. Brains
By MRS. CHRISTINE FREDERICK.

machinery is to supplant the
IFhousewife's hands, then sho

must train her head.
I sometimes feel like smiling

at tho way enthusiasts advocate
machinery in tho home. Hvery bit
of manual drudgery is to go ma-
chinery Is to replace hands, and
there will be no suph thing as la-

bor in the modern home so say
the enthusiasts.

Now I want to stato first that I
am In favor of all labor-saver- s,

with qualifications. I believe in
washing machines, firelcss cook-
ers, electric Irons, and dishwash-
ers. But I also believe in train-
ing the woman to use such equip-
ment beforo It is put into her
hands.

Those who advocate machinery
to excess seem to lose sight of tho
fact that It takes a very well-train-

head and hands both to use
even tho simplest devices intelli-
gently. How can a worker secure
100 per cent efficiency from a
piece of equipment If she herself
is only 50 per cent efficient?

Those of us with servants havo
proved conclusively that the un-

trained worker not only refuses to
use many of the best labor-save- rs

on the market when we put It into
their hands, but they cannot and
do not intelligently use such ap-

paratus.
One of the most frequent criti-

cisms of the efficiency kitchen and
laundry which I recently equipped
in New York city came from visi-
tors who said, "Oh, that Is a fine
device, but you couldn't get a maid
to use It." And maids are not
the only women who have not as
yet had sufficient training in me-
chanics to know how to operate
mechanical devices.

Ono of my best friends returned a
perfectly good tireless cooker which
she had paid J2 for, because "It
wouldn't work." I did not have tho
heart to tell her that sho was at fault
and had not mastered the operation
of even so simple a time and fuel
saver as the flreless.

Those who are strenuous advo-
cates of electricity, "tho silent ser-
vant." seem to think that any and
all electric apparatus will do the
most efficient kind of work, simply
by turning on the current. But I
know from experience that such elec-
tric devices with motor Insulation,
plugs, etc.. require technical knowl-
edge to have the operator Kct tho
best results from them.

How many women mistreat that
simple, but efficient little tool, a
meat chopper, by leaving tho blades
around In table drawers, so that
they get banged ' and their edges
dulled?

How many women aro capable of
oiling the bearings, motor and other

Now. this lack of mechanical
knowledge is not any inherent sex
difference. It is merely due to a
lack of training, the training which
men have had in factory and mill for
hundreds of years. If the modern
woman Is to leave behind her the
drudgery of manual work, she must
tialn herself to intelligently operate
the mechanical servants which she
is aimui 10 suosiuuic.

Manufacturers without number
have told me that the reason thatsome excellent household laborsavers havo such a small market

-- was solely because women did not
understand how to use them, andwere, therefore, afraid and skeptical
about buvlng.
