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Under the protection of the Brazilian flag, a refugee
train of three sections today left Mexico City for Puerto
Mexico.

It carried Dr. Ryan and between 500 and 600 Amer-
ican refugees.

Ryan, who was arrested at Zacatecas and later
brought to Mexico City and held in custody, was released
rne hour before the train departed.

He and his fellow-refuge- es were accompanied by the
Brazilian consul on their trip today. At Puerto Mexico
they will board ships for the United States.

Dr. Ryan, friend of the Secretary of State, was taken
into custody by the Huerta government at Zacatecas sev--er- al

days ago and placed Jn confinement. Strenuous ef-for- tsr

were made through diplorriaticchannels tcTbtain
his release, and upon representations from the 'Brazilian
minister he was sent to Mexico City, but kept underarrest
in the military barracks there until just before the train left.

Senor Cardoza, the Brazilian minister, this afternoon
gave the State Department the details of the departure of
Dr. Ryan, Burton Wilson, and other American refugees.
Their train, he said, left in two sections, fifteen minutes
part.

"A military escort accompanied by four military en- -,

gineers from the department of communication, and four
icpresentatives from the Brazilian legation in Mexico City,
with the Brazilian consul at the head, went with the train,
each section of which bore the Brazilian flag," he contin-
ued. "Nearly 600 Americans were on the train, which
w,as provided with first-cla- ss Pullman accommodations ,for
women and children."
