strawberry has become
tho most common of all the

berry group in our market and on
our fruit stands.

Just how the name "strawberry"
originated is not decided. Somo say
that originally the berries were
gathaitd by children and fastened
on btraws and thus sold. Others
say it came from the old English
custom of placing straw under the
plants to mulch them.

It is unfortunate that straw-
berries do not seem to agree with
all persons as thy, above every
other berry, and nearly every other
fruit, have the largest proportion of
citric and mallic acids and salts of
lime.

They appear in the spring Just at
the time of year when our tired
systems are ttrylng to react
from the waffls and French
pastry and Yorkshire pudding of
tho winter. The srtawberry. with
its acids and salts, is a natural
tonic and medicine, particularly ex-
cellent for those of bilious tempera-
ment, or other liver troubles.

Those who cannot eat strawber-
ries, apparent'y, may be glad to
know that the addition of a little
cayenne pepper ill not detract un-
pleasantly from the fruit, but will
Hrevent difficulties In digesting
them.

period of the year. Rhubarb is at its
prime. In a natural outdoor state, during
the months of May. June, and July.

Unlike most plants, rhubarb flourishes
best in the dark. In a natural ;ay.
when the plant is growing m the opei.
ground, it early develops enormous
leaves, which completely ihadc the root,
thus enabling the stalks to grow In com-
parative darkness. Certain of
this plant attain quite a large growth,
some of the sticks oelng as much as
four feet in height and live Inches to
seven Inches in circumference at their
base. The leaves of this vjiietv ofter
measure two feet to three feet in
diameter.

Household Drudgery Declared

Real Cause of Drift to Urban

Centers and High Cost of

Living.

Although there are still many who

do not believe in the efficacy of
woman's organizations. It would tako
a narrow-minde- d person, indeed, to
throw any rocks of criticism at the
International Congress of Farm
Women.

The fundamental purpose of this
organization to make the women
stay on the farm is the greatest
measure for pavln the way for the
ultimate purpose of reducing the
high cost of living, yet inaugurated.
Twenty-eig- ht nations are represented
in this organization, and tho presi-
dent, Mrs. V. D'Harbert, who was
here recently at the National Con-
gress of Mothers and Parent-Teacher- s'

Association, Is an American
woman a farm woman arid a socio-
logical and economical expert of no
mean ability.

The statistics which have heen
gathered, as told of by Mrs. D'Har-
bert In a recent interview, pained in
a unique manner, are startling, to
ay the least.
They are ample justification for

the existence of tho International
Farm Woman's League.

"Almost everybody admits," said
Mrs. D'Harbert, "that the swollen
cost of living couH bo soothed by
a not only 'back to the farm' move-
ment, but a 'stay on tho farm'
movement. But they don't know
how to accomplish it. Simply be-
cause thev are men and haven't
real zed where the real cause for
leaving the farm originates. But wa
farm women know.

Women Leave the Farms.
."The women are the . ones who

leave the farm. The men do net
want to go. But the women insist.
They want the advantages and mih-fo- rt

of the city. The average work
ot the farm women Is horribly con-
fining, degrading, and. coupled with
child bearing, well nigh unendur-ati- c.

"Our farm organization found this
oct by sending out circulars, all
through the We3t. We had heart
to heart s with all classes of
lartn women. They wrote 'n 'o js
and gave, not what they thought.

"We discovered that In reply to
the question: 'Why did you leave
the farm, why do you want to leave
tho farm?" that 99 per cent left
because of the drudgery, or be-
cause of the advantages which
could be given children.

"Docs It not seem that thero Is as
much, if not more necessity for
community work, social betterment
among our own farm women than
there is in tho congested cities?

"Congested cities congested be-
cause no one will stay In the open
places. In the country districts. No
plumbing, no good lights, no mod-
em convenience) these are tho
tilings the lack of which hend the
woman to tho city.

"It's the simplest thing In the
world. Give the women what they
need, what they can actually havo
on the farm, and they will stay.

Plan to Bring City to the Farm.
"The purpose of the International

Farm Woman's League is to give the
woman what she needs even more
than she needs. It Is true that many
farmers today havo model homes,
where tney had log cablnB fifty
years ago. But It is not universal.
The great majority do not see the
need for giving the woman the same
advantages of civilization as the
farmer on his farm. She has not
known. sh did not havj anyone to
back her up and she !s so bound by
the old ord-;- r of things that sho has
not tho nerve to demand.

"But she docs something far
worse, far more detrimental and
searing to civilization in the long

work earnetlv toward making good,
and the chann-- s of big success aro
excellent. But start out with the idea
that after all you don't amount to
very much, and you aro just lucky
to be alive and have the space to plod
olnn.r nlth n ihfin.'flll heart for B.

Do they
rcspond'g Well they have built
these three model farm houses with
their own money, and they have
raised a great deal more to keep
them going during the exposition.
That should speak for itself."

The Farm Woman's League has
been in existence for only a short
time. But it has grown tremen-
dously. The farm women, who
hitherto had only the alternative
of life in the city, with possible
destitution waiting them late in
life (this statement has statistic-
al foundation) have seen a vision of
better life on the farm.

Mrs. D'Harbert is a farm woman
herself. She realized the" necessity
of organized work and after trav-
eling In Europe, paying her own
expenses, and making an exhaustive
study of farm conditions, she re-

turned to this country fully equip-
ped for the life work which she has
undertaken. While here in Wasn-lngto- n.

she received from the King
of Belgium the royal decoration of
agriculture. In appreciation of her
work dohe in Belgium and with the
international congress as a whole.
uShe is the only American woman to
wear this decoration and the second
American.

Last vear. at the world congrtss
at Oherit. she was elected president
of the" association. This position she
will hold until the net world meet-
ing. In San Francisco, in 1915.

A eJuty is a moral obligation. It Is your liability
to another's right.
