First the Scourge, Then Lib-

erator, of His

Country.

Price Placed Upon His Head

by Diaz When He Slew Jefe

Politico to Avenge His Sis-

ter's Honor.

With city .after r ity falUns under
the fire of constitutionalist lesions,
and Huerta at bay. making his last
stand. "Pancho" Villa, bandit-tacticia- n,

looms on the battle-swe- pt hori-

zon of Mexico with gTeater potency
than eer before.

Romantic to th. extreme is the
knowledge that the military genius
of the rebel ailx.ince is that same

Pancho' Villa, who I'm fifteen
tcirs terrorized northern Mexico
with his savase banditti and lv

repulsed the efforts of
Diaz's rurales to capture him.

Stories of the man's character, his
aims and hopes, are told every day
by those who liae had the oppor-

tunity of seeins him at close ranee,
and these are so widely di-

vergent as still to leaj the world in
a state if conjecture as to the real
Villa.

His origin is rather obscure, but
the accepted reports Rive to him a
mother of pure Indian orisin. Very
little is known of his father, it Is

more than probable, however, that
he has Spanish blood flowing in his
veins from some source, for in his
moments of victory and boasting he
has all of the s aggers and ges-

tures of the cape and the sword.
How this Mexican peou first found

himself beyond the pale of the law,
his strides forward from farmer and
herdsman to bandit and freebooter,
to revolutionary soldier and finally
to supreme command of a revolution
of his own, the idol cf the Mexican
people, is a story of romance unsur-
passed.

Known as "The Tiger."
Thirty-si- x jears ago he first saw

the light of day in tho state of
Durango and later the family moved
to Chihuahua. In his growth to
manhood he early revealed those
attributes which later made him the
most feared character in the coun-
try, on whoso head Diaz set a price
of $10,000 In gold. He was always
known as the "Tiger,"" and this to-

day describes tho man when in the
throes of his ungovernable temper.

Upon his father's death he was'left
in charge of the ranch and the
bringing up to womanhood of his
young sister. She is described as a
girl of marvelous beauty. He made
a practice of taking herds of cattle
to market for his more fortunate
neighbors and it was on his return
oer the mountains .from a trip of
this sort that he found desolation
reigning in his mountain home. His
sister had disappeared. Suspicion
fell upon the local jefe-- politico, or
city magistrate, who held sway
tnrough the country-sid-e as an in-
strument of the Diaz regime.

Nothing daunted by the high estate
of the eloper, Pancho Villa impress-
ed the village priest into service,
gathered up a band of his own
choice spirits and sprang to the pur-
suit- The tireless 2nd resourceful
chase brought forth all the qualities
which afterward cauted tuch terror
thro-- ghout northern Mexico and
later compelled the world to recog-
nize him as that country s strongest
military leader.

The couple were caught In a week.
The priest married the girl offhand
to the jefe. and Villa made this
lieutenant of Diaz sign his own
death warrant as the onl legal
power available. Without hesitancy
he stood his unwilling ictlm against
a wall and shot him dead. The
priest had given absolution and the
body was then and there burled with
all rites, after which the party re-
turned over the mountains and took
up their lives anew.

Price Set Upon Head.
Diaz was then at the ery apex of

his despotic power, tho peon class
was at its very lowest ebb and su-

premely glad for th privilege of
mere 11 Inc. It Is not to bo won-
dered at. then, that official circles
were for a tinio lost in wonder and
Incredulity that one of tho despised
peons had don' to death a Jefe
politico. Then the order went forth
to Diaz s rurales. Villa dead or
alive'

The-- boy. he was only eighteen, fled
into the mountain fastnesses. For
fifteen years he roamed over ua

and surrounding states,
spreading terror among the inhabi-
tants, steal'ng. looting, burning, kill-
ing The rurales. sent against him
in forco, teemed powerless, and he
become famous for his fights with
these Mexican mounted rangers.
Finally, Diaz offered $10,000 in gold
for the bandit's head, the rurales
redoubled their efforts to effect his
capture an1 relentlessly tracked h:m
from hiding place to hiding place. It
Is said that in the course of his
years of dodging Justice that he had
fifty pitched battles with the ru-
rales. at times alone, at times in
command of kindred spirits, and his
rifles, have been notched forty-tw- o

time, eich in commemoration of th
slaying o" a rural- -.

Finally during the progress of the
Madero revolt, he made a stanch
friend of Madero. one of the
lounger brothers of the Mexican
martyr, who glorified Villa as a cru-
sader and a hero Through thj good
offices of this Madero. Villa was
given a command and promised im-
munity for his crimes. Without
waiting for orders from his chief he
gathered about flf 1 r of his own band
and started on his campaign for
Madero.

with his men, cutting, slash-

ing, cursing, yelling, always in the
front urging his followers to greater
endeavor, beside himself with the
lust of battle. It is said that his
hatred for Diaz and the Mexican
federal troops, who had hounded him
for so many years, was uppermost
in his brain and in his assaults
against them eerytting was swept
aside except this wild desire to an-
nihilate anything standing for the
despot.

With all his Illiteracy, he can hard-
ly read or write, and all his re-

ported blood-lue- t, this man Is a
bom soldier. Not a mHitirfy genius
of the Kuropean typ but Jiiht the
tatician and strategis-- t for th- - coun-
try in which he is making his fight
for tho elimination of tho dlctaloi
Ho creates an armj from a ragged
horde and inspires worship among
his troopa He Is both feared and
lovrd Feared because of his un-
governable temper, which strikes
forth without warnly. and loved
for his unassuming qualities. Ho is
more, far more strict with his of-
ficers than with hib men. He Is odd
of them in appearance, habits and
temierament. The ) ons feel that
he has never grown away from them
and that he has suffered all their
v rongs.

Divides Loot With Troops.
His greatest weakness Is his vindic-

tive temper, but he Is generous to
a fault with his men and always
divides all spoils amongst the army.
When he took 6i0.0"0 In gold from
the bank at ParraV one-quart- er of
the whole amount w.nt to Ills men
(and the rest to the "cau'e "

This constant dividing of loot ex-

plains, to a great extent, the locUlng
of Mexicans to the standard of the
constitutionalist chieftain.

Ho has been time and time again
depicted as a bloodthirsty illaln,
who thought of very llttltj else but
riot and carnage. H has been de-

scribed as a cigarette fiend --nd a
drunkard From a late authoritative
source comes the Information that
Villa smokes ery little, and U al-

most a fanatic for prohibition. The
first thing that he does on entering
a vanquished t ity Is to c'ose all
saloons and station guards in front
of them.

As a bandit he has been denounced
as relentless., a preying vulture,
cruel, without mercy. His cham-
pions say that he had to adopt juch
tactics with the supporters of Diaz
and nib powerful lieutenants i save

. his own hide, and that lie vjs al-
ways the friend of his o . r ! .-.
