Hails From Kansas.
Johnson was born In Humboldt. Kan.

This is one of the few reusons that
Humboldt Is ever mentioned outside of
the Posta Guide. But he llct not re-

main in Kansas long He was taken
to Los Angeles, where his father 1 ad
secured employment more lucrative
than could be obtained In Humboldt
and besides that a person living In
Humboldt, even part of a lifetime, ought

fcrce of propelling certain form of pro-
jectiles that no one before him had
possessed, und his demonstrations of
this force gained him more or less re-
nown among thj people Interested In
the samn subject.

Continues Research Here.
It was for the purpose of pursuing

his studies that he first' came to Wash-
ington eight years ago. Mr. Johnson
had e'eveloped a perfect ballistic theory
by this time, and as Washington is
more or less a center for scientific re-

search, he raturally came hoie in the
nurse of time, and has been coming
litre regularly ever since. It was here
that he Anally overcame the difficulties
of the trajectory to which reference has
been made And In solvit; this ono
point he gained a knowledge that very
Jew men possess. Of course, he cannot
utilize tho information tnus obtained on
the farm, except in so far as It enables
him to earn money wltn which to stock
it.

And that is Just the point I have been
working up to ail this vjme. I want to
show that while Mr. Johnson is known
to be one of the most successful farm-
ers In the country, that while he has
overflowing barns, blooded cattle, the
finest brood of Orpington chickens in
the world, yet he was able to get these,
not by keeping close to the soil, but by
scaling the heights of a totally different
calling until he had reached the very
top. and utilizing the money gained In
this way to stock the farm. Mr. John-
son is a farmer. At present he is more
interested In the farm than anything
else- - in the world. He bought it a few-year-s

ago. near Coffeyvllle, and has
stocked it with the tlnet equipment
Imaginable. But he doesn't live on the
farm, except In the winter. He never
goes near It, In fact, until about the
middle of October, but he usually re-
mains there through the winter, plan-
ning the summer work for the force of
men who run the place in his absence.

It was because I was thinking of Mr.
Johnhon's curious career that I wrote
the sentence that starts all this. And
it was because of the inconsistencies of
his life that I decided to continue the
story to let other people know about
W Perry Johnson, of Coffeyvllle. the
living exnmplo of tho fact that the ex-
ception proves the rule.

Consistent Only in Winning.
He Is the human contradiction. It 's

different to wrlto n sentenco describing
him without taking It all back In the
next sentence. There Is Just ono little
thing about him that Is consistent.
There Is Just one thing lie does that he
carries through with a careful atten-
tion to detail, a sincerity of purpose,
an adherence to one Immovable policy
from year's end to years end, that Is
without parallel in history one thing,
in fact, that singles him out from all
his fellows. He wins

But I have given my solemn word of
honoi not to say a thing about this
I didn't realize what I was doing. How-
ever. 1 can but emulate Mr. Johnson
When ho goes out for his afternoon
sport he announces his Intention of do-
ing one thing. He keeps his promise.
And so will I. And In doing so I take
this much credit to myself. There Is
nothing to remind mo of It but my own
recollection On the other hand. If Mr.
Johnson ever seems to waver from his
great purpose there are at least 10.&M
people In Washington to remind him of
It In no uncertain terms. Even though
lie stood in the middle of a two-acr- e lot
with no one near him, should he seem
to hesitate, he'll hear a chorus of yells.
