"HUERTAIAN" PLEAS
CHARGED ON TOLLS

Senator Jones of Washington, in a
epecech against the repeal bill in the
Senate today, charged supporters of the
measure with hunting around for rea-
solg to sustain tm-tr petition with
“Huertajan ingenuity.”
