Slums and strawberries may not seem to be relevant
topics. But at a recent strawberry luncheon more man 100

social workers of Washington listened to four experts discuss
four phases of the slums of Washington. How .extensive are
our slums? How 'dangerous are they? How can they be
curtailed? These and similar questions are answered -- in
