IN MILK AND EGGS

Troops All Over Have

Eyes on at
Chesapeake Beach.

Live stock already accumulated ttr
the Boy Scout farm at Chesapeake
Beach to be run this summer In connec-
tion with Camp Archibald Butt, con-
sists of twenty-fiv- e pigs, seventy-fiv- e

hens, ten cows, and two Horses. Over
half of the tract of nearly sixty acres
purchased by the local Boy Scout coun-
cil last wlner, will bo used for farming
purposes. There will be an abundance
of eggs and milk. The pigs will be
fattened and kept for disposal after
camping season closes. Certain sections
of the land will be utilized for pastur-
age, and It Is expected that a hay field
and an orchard will be formed from
other portions of the land. This will be
the first Boy Scout farm ever put into
operation bv any local council In the
United States or any other country.

The decision of the local council to'
iini1iirf a frirm sind forestrv flfnart- -
ment In connection with the camp isl
rapidly being demonstrated as one or
the wis,cit moves ever undertaken by
the local Boy Scout officials, according
to comments from many outside au-
thorities.
