The scenario
editor is there, and probably he
has three or four assistants who
p ck the possibilities from a morn-
ing's mall containing fifty contribu-
tions Comedies are wanted and
Mr Author has sent in a melo-
drama, but fortunately for him it
contains a few striking situations
that can be played up at a reason-
able expense. The scenario editor
decides to buy the script and whip
it into shape, having satisfied Mr.
Author with a check for $35 or $50.

when lie is selecting his players.

"Tho scenic artist, the stage car-
penter, and the property man have
prepared the studio sets according
to instructions, the director has
traveled about thn country until he
found suitable locations, and tho
regular stock company players have
been augmented by a few "extras"
at $5 a day. chosen from a floating
army of actors that camps in the
ante-room- s of studios. After a week
or so of preparation the director is
ready to begin taking the picture.

"Probably three or four directors
are working in the studio at the
same time, and space being at a
premium, the scenes designated
for a given set are photographed
with all possible speed that the
staging may be cleared away. The
director shows his players precise-
ly what he wants done, rehearses
them until he is satisfied with the
action, then tells the camera man
to go ahead. The scene is num-
bered, a record is made of the foot-
age, and if the situation is dra-
matic, the players are posed for a
"still" picture to be used in photo-
play Journals.

"Possibly the following day offers
bright sunshine, and to make the
most of it. the director bundles his
company into an automobile early
in the morning and heads for one
of his out.of-doo- r locations. He
has solved the problem of the
brldge Jumping scene by pressing
the company's acrobat into service
A close-u- p view shows the heroine
struggling in the clutch of the vil-
lain.

from among hi-- j directing and execu-
tive staffs If tne story w not
cleai. If mistakes in or cos-
tumes exist. If the acting is poor,
some one Is pretty certain to de-
tect the shortcoming and the direc-
tor must summon his players for
another retake.

"Mr. Author's melodrama has yet
another audience to satisfy, that of
the National Board of Censorship,
where, as likely as not, objection
wilr be raised to the depletion of
some crime that does not bring a
Just punishment. The film is re-
turned with a letter naming such
and such scenes for elimination.
Again, the picture is put through
the projection machine and this
time It is studied carefully by the
man whose business It is to cut
the film down to the proper length,
satisfy the demands of the Board
of Censorship and write subtitles
suitable to the completed product.
Next, the cut positive Is sent to
the factory where the negative is
made to correspond. The finished
titles arc printed and photographed,
then Inserted In accordance with
the marks on the sample positive.
Possibly thirty prints are made of
the picture and each one Is care-
fully examined for blemishes before
It leaves the factory. .

"This Is but a summary of the
stages through which the simplest
photoplay must pass before start-
ing on the rounds of the picture
houses. And nowadays few films
are so simple. The camera man has
dissolves and double exposures to
contend with, the scenario editor
must devise stories that will fill
four or five thousand feet of film;
the director is expected to secure
novel scenic effects; the factory
must turn out clear prints and dif-

ficult tinting."

Publishers Establish
A Photoplay Department

One of the big book publishing
firms advertise the establishment of
a photoplay department In connection
with their publishing enterprises, to
handle the picture rights of the books
of their own catalogue.

Photoplay has
established itself as one form of lit-
erature, a tiny bal et. perhaps, but
still a distinct form, and it Is nbsurd
to argue that books will ever wholly
supplant oi een overshadow the
story written prlmaril for the me.
