Lovelace, was similarly smitten.
Mooro was poor and tho Englishman

was rich. To help a friend out of. a
scrape Moore prooosed to another girl.
Miss Dyke heard the proposal. She
spurns Moore. Her father was a poet,
who believed tho height of his art was
contained in preparing rhyming roa&ts
of someone or something. He was flat-
tered by Lovelace, pursuaded to go to
London and take his daughter, who
had ambitions to become an actress.
There father Dyke wrote-- a wicked bit
of verse about the Prince of Wales
which Lovelace finds In Mooro's garret,
for the poet had also gone to London.
Mooro becomes famous. When Bessie
begins to take notice of him again
Lovelace springs old Dyke's roast of
the prince. Moore proclaims himself the
author to Drotect the old man, and Is
promptly kicked out of polite society.
In his garret again he Is visited by a
properlv chastened Bessie and things
are settled between them Just before the
prince comes In, apologizes for accus-
ing Moore of having written the roast
and appoints him poet laureate of Eng-
land, which assures him a keg of wine
everr year and house rent free.

If this had been a conventional dra-
matic review all this stuff about
the story of "Tom Moore" would have
been omitted. It is tiresome to read
and almost as tiresome to write. But,
you sec. this Isn't a conventional re-
view. There were some eighteen
hundred people they looked like all
the people In Washington at the
Columbia Theater last night, but It's
a fairly safe guess few of them will
remember anything about the play
produced there.

The trouble was A. H. Van Buren
and Dorothy Bernard. Foreseeing
something of this sort I took the
precaution to extend a welcome to
this happy pair one day last week. No-

body in the audience had enjoyed my
advantage, hence the evening was
largely given over to a welcoming to
the old favorites rather than a play.

Each of the number of people before
mentioned felt It necessary to extend the
.welcome, and It takes a long time for
that number of people to get a Job like
that done. Each of them appeared to
have a personal interest In Dorothy
Bernard and A. H. "Van Buren, and each
gave unmistakable evidence that it
was the sort of an Interest that pleased
them mightily. In all your i days you'll
never see a set of people so bent and
determined upon extending the glad
hand to an actress and ah actor. What
happened wasn't Just applause. It was
a series of tumults which began with
Miss Bernard's first entrance, gathered
volume as Van Buren came on, and in-
terrupted the play at frequent intervals.
And It probably wouldn't have stoppedyet if Manager Berger hadn't shooed the
mad throng out of the house long after
Zl o'clock.

Since nobody else noticed U. It might
not be out of place to say that both
A. H. Van Buren and Dorothy Bernard
deserved all the applause they got. Ifthey have always charmed people likethey did this particular stranger and Ifthey keep It up, aa they likely wllL ItIsn't necessary to say anything aboutthe way either of them Interpreted theirparts last evening the applause showedthat, and the Immense bunches andbaskets of flowers as well as the prettyspeeches the pair made, gave evidenceof what people think they did with theirPart.

It- - would be useless to tell a crazy
mob like that anything else and thereIsn't anything else to tell. But It might
be well to Interject the statement that
twenty-fiv- e or thirty other people whowere on the stage were mighty wellcast. Julia Blanc, Everett Butterfieid,Henry Bull, and Wlliard Robertsongave an especially good account ofthemselves. The childrn, especially
Whitman Conn, Johnny Metzerott, andBessie Maxwell, were exceptional.
There has seldom been a more thor-oughly satisfying production by a stockcompany In fhls city than the one lastnight.

In case there Is any doubt about It,
Mr. and Mrs. Van Buren are welcome!

strations.

The spirited music of this Verdi opera
sometimes is In strange contrast to the
gruesome and tragic stcry which the
composer adapted from Victor Hugo's
narration of the vices of life at court.
jyrhaps it is well, for th gloom Is deep
enough anyway by the time the "King's

This sroup of vocalists succeeded In
the difficult task of making the early
acts interesting, though they were han-
dicapped by the deficiencies of an or-
chestra which seemed to be unprepared
for several portions of their work.
Helena Morrill was a pricclpal sufferer
in this respoct. Her solo of the second
act would have been ono of the most
enjoyable numbers of the evening had
It not been for this handicap. This
young woman's voice makes up In clar-
ity and flexibility what it lacks In
strength. She was especially pleasing
In her duet with D'Angelo In the ducal
palace scene.

Kusso, who was substituted for Agos-tin- i.

received a warm welcome In re-
membrance of his work of past seasons,
and hls'solo In tho final act (the famous
dissertation of the fickleness of wom-
an) was sung with all the gusto and
abandon demanded by his roue role.

But delighted as the audience seemed
with that rendition they wero even
more noisily appreciative of the quartet
of the last act, which was splendidly
sung. The voices of Miss Morrill and
Slgnor Russo blended delightfully In
their solos of the second act.

It was especially unfortunate that, in
a production of such uniform vocal pro-
ficiency. Conductor Tressi should have
directed his orchestra with so littl as-
surance, and that his musicians should
have been so sadly unresponsive to his
leadership.

Obstacles which confront the tourist
who would scale the top of Mont Blanc.
Switzerland, one of the things, which
every mountain-climbin- g world rover
picture-- as a feature of Ms trip, have
been depicted with striking realUm by
Walter Woodbuni Hyde in a letter to
the National Geographic Society nt Its
headquarters in this city. Tho writer
taj-s- :

"The heart thumps Irregularly, the
pulse goes up to 100, your knees knock
together, and your poor legs seem un-
willing to carry you. Your throat Is
parched, you feci suffocated, your
chest seems loaded down with a great
weight, and such a feeling of utter ex-

haustion!
"The air has now become so rare

that even the stoutest guide is com-
pelled to take breath every few steps,"
he continues. "If you ever saw an
asthmetic man trying to walk up hill
while a, paroxysm was on him ou can
form some Wei. of the last part of the
ascent. And what do you think is the
first use made of the glorious view
after these hours, of toll? Do you open
your eyes wide In astonishment at the
wonderful sight? By no mcans!You
Shut them as tight aa you can vand
throw yourself uown on the snow in
litter weariness of mind and body, re
senting the Impertinence of your guides,
who urge you to look about. But it is
too cold to sleep, and, soon you are up
trvinc to keeD warm.

"The view, if you have any desire
to see It. is indeed Incomparable. The
panorama before you Is Immense; but
everytning is on tuch a grand scale,
great agglomerations of plains and
mountains, that all details escape you.

"lthough the ascent of Mont Blanc
offers no greater dangers than that of
somo other Swiss mountains. It has
the name of being the longest and most
exhausting climb in tne Alps. While
such peaks as the Matterhorn and the
Chamonix Augllles are so formed that
no great quantities of snow can cling
to their sides, and. consequently present
for the most part merely dangers In
cident to rock climbing, Mont Blanc.
