Men who know him well
say he is an If he has ono
of his good turns on when he meets
Johnson he may win, but. my impres-
sion is that he will nee every ounce
of skill, strength and determination ho
possesses to trim the big black cham-
pion of them all.

Reports were In circulation here to-
day that Johnson had been offered big
money by a gambling syndicate to "lie
down" to Moran and that the champ:o.n
had refused. It Is migbtv doubtful if
any such offer was made. There is
not enough betting on the mill to war-
rant the payment of such a sum a3
would tempt Johnson. Odds today wero
general at zv to 1 tnat tne black w;u
win, but perhaps less money has never
been wagered on a big fight than this
one is calling out.

Cobb busted a vulnerable part of his
anatomy anu sweared the streak. When
a club Is forced to depend upon one or
two people its championship outlook Is
mostly a matter of luck.

"Yale." comments an exchange, "hav-
ing developed a championship crew"
Only Yale hasn't developed a cham-
pionship crew Unless the champion-
ship of New Haven and Cambridge Is
meant. Neither Yale nor Harvard can
ever expect to be listed in the first
division of boat racing until they are
willing to face some regular competi-
tion and elect to enter the test at
I'oughkcepsle.

If Yale only cares to row against
Harvard doesn't care to enter the one
big competition, that Is. of course, their
affair. But their own affair isn't a
championship one by a good many boat
lengths.

On the Point of View.
"When Corbett beat Sullivan." we

arc told, "Sullivan was nothing like as
great a fighter as Johnson now Is." All
of which depends upon the shift of time
and point of view.

When uoroeit Deal ouiuvan me
grand old tub from Boston was re-

garded with widespread reverence as
the greatest fighter of all time the
one invincible machine. He was held
to be a far greater fighting machine
before that September battle in 1802
than Johnson Is held to be this present
June. Thev all look great before they
get it. and after It lands it Is easy
enough to see where they were only a

It Is now fairly well evident that un-

less Giants or Athletics collaps? or
fall back upon a most unexpected slump
there Is nothing to head either off by
October.
