ten false accounting, suppression of
facts and misleading statements.

ing the electric. power necessary to ope-

rate one of the street railway systems

c jt of construction or reproduction of
its property."

GERMAN EWPERQR

FEARS PLOT OH LIFE

Will Not Attend Funeral of Arch-

duke in Vienna, Is Official

Announcement.

BERLIN, July 2. Emperor Wllhelm
of Germany, will not attend the funeral
of the Archduke Franz Ferdinand, in
Vienna, according to official announce
ment here today. Rumor haB It that the
discovery of widespread anarchist plots
In the Austrian city makes the Emperor
fear for his life.

The greatest surprise was felt here
when the announcement was mz.de. It
was officially stated that cancellation
of the Emperor's plans for "he Aus-
trian trip came as a result of a slight
Indisposition which has attacXe. the
aged Emperor of Austria and that It
was not deemed advisable In his pres-
ent agitated condition that the further
strain of entertaining the German Em-
peror should be placed upon him. To
this, the official explanation went,
Wllhelm n agreed.

It was gonerally admitted here today
that' only the gravest reasons could
have prevented the visit of the German
Emperor. Austria's Closest ally, to the
funeral of the heir to the Austrian
throne. The fear of anarchist activities
is widely regarded as the only adequate
explanation.

clared Mr. Wilson today. "I was notpresent at the hearing and know only
of the case, through reports made to
me, but I think that gross Improprie
ties nave marxea tne Bearing ol tne
case throughout.

"For Instance, the appearance of
Joseph C Sheehy, who. as former
president of the Excise Board presided
at the first hearing of the case, appear-
ing as attorney for Battery is ques-
tioned by temperance leaders as an im-
propriety. I do not deny that Attorney
Sheehy legally has a right to appear
for Haftery. but having acted at the
former hearing as a judge, is it Just
the proper thing now that he be allow-
ed to aDDear for the applicant.

"W intend to flaht this matter to a
finish and give warning that the neople
of Washington are keeping a close eye
on the decisions and acts of the Excise
Board."

Whereas awards for the payment for

property taken in the condemnation
proceedings for what Is commonly
known as the Plaza cases were made
some time ago and have been subject
to examination by the Department of
Justice to be approved by It and other
authority; ana

Whereas the President has found it
Impracticable to separate the payments
which are not In controversy from
those which are. leaving those rrepeny
owners whose claims are not ittncKoa
so that payments can not be r.ntie to
them, Involving great consequent Hard-
ship: Now, therefore, be It

Resolved by the Senate and use
of Representatives of tho United States
of America ln Congress "'?That the awards and payments
to be made ln such proceedings, be.
and are hereby, declared to !) sever-
able, so that the Department of
tlco and tho President may order ucn
awards as are not In --questton to be
paid out of any appropriation mado
therefor, reserving the remainder ior
further consideration.

WIN IN RATE CASE

I. C. C. Holds That Fare to

Addison and Highlands Must

Be Reduced.

The Virginia Highlands Citizens' As-

sociation won a favorable "decision to-

day from the Interstate Commerce Com-mlsslo- ln

ln tho case brought ugalnst
the Wnshington-Vlrglnl- a Railway Com-
pany to force reductions ln the passen
ger rate to Virginia Highlands and
Addison, Va.

The present commutation rate ot
twenty-fiv- e tickets for 11.S0 from Wash-
ington) to these two points, tho equiva
lent of 7.2 cents for one-wa- y trip, vu
found to be unduly discriminatory.

The railway company was ordered to
provide a fifty-two-tr- ip monthly ticket
at not exceeding S3, the eaulvalcnt. of
5.S cents for a one-wa- y trip. Tho pres
ent one.way fare or 10 cents una roundtrip fare of IS cents between Washlnffr
ton and tho Vlrclnla. cltlea was held to
be reasonable, and will be continued.

The Railway's Defense.
The distance to Addison from the

railway's terminal at Twelfth and D
streets Is 3.37 miles, and to Virginia
Highlands, 162 miles. Thp railroad
company, defended Its nt fare for a
single trip to this short distance by
explaining that It Is compelled to pay a
brdlgc toll, of 5 cents for each pas
scnger.
