Today
there are two tired teams here recovering from the experience.

In the morning Joe Engel did exactly what those who have followed his
work closely always expected he would do, by showing class that Justifies
his ranking among the best pitchers in the business. He was beaten by Ray
Collins, but he went down In noble defeat after having been forced to suffer
through the misplay of Ray Morgan, one of his comrades who was pulling
hardest to help the pitcher justify the confidence that Griffith has always
reposed in him.

In the afternoon Jim Shaw got away to a start that was enough to
wreck the ambition of a less game twirler. But once that big dinger, caught
his stride he buzzed them over in a manner that kept the crowd in a frenzy,
and. while he staggered in the eighth inning and Jammed the sacks by three
bases on balls, he showed his real class then by sending his opponents to the
field scoreless.

Boston remains over for a game tomorrow and then come the St. Louis
Bronns.

It has been pointed out in these columns before that when the. real gruel-
ing test came St. Louis would hardly prove equal to the test. While the club
was going along excellently and fighting for every inch it appeared to lack the
class of the real teams in the race and today's standing shows that Rickey's
club has floundered and Is in sixth p'ace. The Browns, principally by virtue
of the excellence of their pitching staff, may once more cause trouble and pos-
sibly elevate themselves to the place where they will temporarily be ranked as
contenders, the team can hardly be classed as dangerous as pennant con-
tenders, x
