The Interstate Commerce Commis-
sion, officials stated, is of the opin-
fon that it s entirely witinn the
power of the Department of Justice
to bring criminal pruceedings against
the New Laven directors for “con-
spiracy.” Members of the commission
declined to comment today on for-
mer Prasident Mellen's Hing that ths
report was made by a political body
for political purposrs.

Mr. Mellen declared that the com-
mission’'s report was “the raport of a
political tribunal issued for political
purposes. That's the only way I can
explain this apparently drastic report,
