ity toward it. If the creed is outworn or complex, it is none the less

ours to renew and clarify. To run from it is a poor remedy. When
the need arises for new or revised legislation, American -- citizens ap-

proach the seat of government through their representatives, and 'se-

cure desired changes. To remain at home would make bad matters
worse. Apply the same logical method to your church as you apply
to your government. If its program is not what it should be, perhaps
your better way is what is needed to secure the desired improvement.
When all are as logical churchmen as they are statesmen, they will

attend the services, both for their own benefit and for the good of the

church. And the last reason has the advantage of being unselfish.

There may be occasion for the restatement of "time dimmed

truths" in terms of present day life, but above the demand for a sim-

pler doctrine, is the need to comprehendthe and simplicity of

the church as it is. However it may have been in Lincoln's .time,

credal barriers nowadays are largely the creations of an

imagination. No, we do not want a simplier confession of faith; all

we need is to know how simple and broad it really is. Begin the in-

vestigation in your church tomorrow.
