Crowds Take
Final View
Of Ashes Of
3 Anarchists

NEW YORK. July 19. For the last
time the funeral urn containing the
ashes of the three anarchists, Ar-

thur Caron, Charles Hansen and
Charles Berg, who were killed on the
Fourth of July by the explosion of a
dynamite bomb which they were
making In an apartment house In
Lexington avenue, is on exhibition
this afternoon at the rooms of the
anarchistic organization, the Fran-
cisco Ferrer Association in East 107th
stieet.

Since early in the forenoon until
late this afternoon crowds of an-
archists, members of the I. W. W..
have been visiting headquarters of
tho association for the purpose of
paying their last respecta to the
remains of their brother agitators.

The urn occupied a, prominent plac
near the front entrance and was on
a pedestal draped with black and
red. Near at hand was a basket in
which a placard announced, contri-
butions to the anarchist cause might
be placed.

In the evening. It Is planned, eight
of the Tarrytown prisoners, who are
out on ball, charged with having
disturbed the peace of that town
several weeks ago, when they de-
nounced John D. Rockefeller" and
urged vengeance against capitalists,
are to be present to discuss with
Alexander Berkman and other anar-
chists, as well as Leonard Abbott,
of the New Thought Society, plans
for the trial of the prisoners, which
Is to take place at Tarrytown to'
morrow.

Mr. Lauber represnts his wife, who
is the owner of ten shares The suit
was filed only two minutes before the
office of the clerk o fthe Supreme
Court closed for the day.

Report Suggests Suit.
"The idea of suing the former board

of directors and the estates of those
who are dead was suggested to us by
the Interstate Commerce Commission,
which said in Its report to the Senate
a few days ago that the sums of $34,000-00- 0

D. C." and requested them to have all
the employes under them acquainted
with the clothing worn by the man and
given a good description of the victim
also.

Thinks Clerks May Identify.
"Probably some of the clerks will re-

member to whom they sold the gar-men- ts

found on tho body.'' said Mr.
Gans today. "We will do everything
possible tomorrow to with
the Jersey CSty authorities In solving
the man's identity."

Efforts to Identify the victim by cards
and papers found in his pocket have
proven futile.

Description of Victim.
According to the police, the man was

about six feet In height and weighed
about 225 pounds. He h3d dark brown
hair, a Hpht gray mustache, ind arti
ficial te"t'i Tho eoat h wore was
black The victim was about fifty
ver-- s old.

Besides the Waiting card and news-
papers, the pockets of the coat con-
tained a temperance pamphlet and a
trolley transfer ticket, dated July 17, 8
p. m., on the Greenville and Fairmont
line, and a railroad time table, a Wash-
ington and Philadclnhla train being
marked with a pencil.

There were no marks on the body,
but the authorities suspect that the man
was killed and the body then thrown
in the water.

In event that efforts to jolve the Iden-
tity of the victim through the clerks
of tho department stores from which
his coat and other garments were pur-
chased fell, the police tomorrow wiJI
begin a canvass of the laundries in an
attempt to Identify the bodv through
certain laundry marks on the under-clothl- rg

On the broad ground that all acts
of the Huerta government In Mexico
were Illegal. theJUnlte'd States, will not
recognize the validity hi anj1 concessions
granted by the Huerta government.

Information to this effect it is under-
stood has been conveyed to representa-
tives of foreign governments here.

The State Department is silent upon
The responsibility of loans contracted
In Europe by the Huerta government,
but' It Is believed that they wftl not
be recognized. Such a course, it is
pointed out, would incur the enmity
of the European financiers for the Car-
ranza government, but this has made
no change.

A great many concessions to Euro-
peans were granted by the Huerta
government, and It la apparent that the
European powers are prepared fo pro-
tect their nationals and insist upon the
validity and the recognition of these
concessions by the new government.

The final course of the'Admlnlstratlon
In regard to loans contracted b Huerta
has not been determined. It Is the be-

lief here, however, that the United
States will ultimately conclude that the
constitutionalist government cannot es-
cape responsibility for the payment ot
legitimate debts due foreign creditors
from the Huerta government. Such
debts, contracted by a national author-
ity, are generally regarded as national
obligations that do not lose their val-
idity by reason of a change or that
authority.

An inkling ot the position or the
United States concerning these debts
was" given in one of the protocols signed
at Niagara Falls by the peace delegates
of President Wilson and General
Huerta It was agreed that commis-
sions should be appointed to determine
the claims of American citizens tor
losses sustained in Mexico as a result

military acts. These commissions
were to be appointed on the part or
Mexico li the autnority, established In
.Mexico City after Huerta was elimln-- I
ated from power, thus showing that

claims were regarded by the
United States as continuing national
obligations that would not be invali-
dated with the passing of Huerta

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Mediators Leavei for Chicago,

Hopeful of Averting-Wester- n

Rail Strike.

Three men slipped quietly out of.

Washington today, and with them rest-
ed the prosperity of a nation of nearly
100,000,000 people. The trio consisted ot
Chairman Martin A. Knapp. Commis-
sioner "William L. Chambers, and As-

sistant Commissioner G. W. "W. Hanger,
of the United States Board of Media-

tion and Conciliation. They are speed-

ing on their way to Chicago in an ef-

fort to avert a strike on the railroads
west of Chicago that would prevent the
marketing of the bumper crops and halt
the return of more prosperous times.

The mediators went at the request of
the railroad officers and their men.
Deadlocked over the question of a re-

adjustment of hours and pay, the en-

gine crews of virtually every railroad,
leaving Chicago for the west hava
threatened to stop work. Such a move
not only would have rendered the rail-
roads practically helpless, but it also
would have thrown out of employment
many thousands of other railroad em-

ployes dependent on the roads In other
capacities.
