are not dungerous to Iife, but both
or either can cause exceeding discom-
fort The prickly pear is a dwarf
cactus form, loaded with sharp spines.
The Russian thistle sticks a myriad
of tiny burning apears above the
sands, ,
Botanist Issues Warning.

The memorandum gives a reprint of
& letter from Fred J. Braedle, a bot-
anist, who has examined the country
about Virginia Beach. He reported to
the State authorities and the Depart-
ment of Agriculture the presence of a
scourge In the form of Russian this-
tle, he sald. Mr. Braendle sent hix
letter to militia headquarters, he sald
giving Information that might be o
service. The prickly pear, he de-
clares, will penetrate any clothing,
and is extremely hard to dislodge, and
causes acute discomfort when It
comes In contact with bare feet, ’

It {a dan-
gerous to put loaded arms in the hands
of men, but war |s a thing of dangers
If they exercise sense, they will not
he hurt by the placing of rifles In their
Imt‘lld;.

“The same thing applies with regard
to the bathing These are men we are
to take down to the camp. and they
are to be treated llke men, -ot like
boys. A great deal of their own com-
fort. safety, and so forth, rest with
their own exerclse of sense.

“I am sorry that the memorandum
was senl out, for, to my mind. L over-
draws the lack of perfect conditions at
the camp site, and has probably given a
false idea of dangers and discomforts
which may he encountered
