DEPRESSED STATE

NEW TORK. July 2S Conflicting re
ports as to the Austro-Servla- n situa
tion and the prospects of a general
European war kept the stock market
thia mnrnnc in sl fttntfi nf dprtression
accompanied by comparatively heavy
liquidation from roreign sources.

In view of the erratic market condi-

tions, arbitrage operations between
London and New York viere practically
at a standstill; therefore, the London
quotations, which were down from 1

to more than 3 points, had much less ef-

fect at the opening here than would or-

dinarily have been the case. During
the second hour, however, the issues
held largely abroad dropped to levels
approaching those which prevailed in
London.

Canadian Pacific continued to be the
weakest of the stocks, selling down be-

fore noon to 172U. for a loss of 1

points. Union Pacific, which was off 3
points In London, receded to 122U. or
2Vi points below yesterday's close. Min-
neapolis. At. Paul; and Sault St. Marie
and the Mkckay Companies were among
the softest spots, each losing 3 or more
points In he early trading.

United litates Steel. Amalgamated
Copper, and American Smelting and Re-

fining, the most active of the industrials,
dropped between 1 and 1 points.
Louisville and Nashville was one of the
strongest Issues In the list, recording a
gain of 1 points.
