System in lubricating the parts of an
automobile is the only thing required
to keep all the working parts in good
order for a long period, and few owners
take the trouble to go oer their cars
at certain periods to oil or grease them.

Realty trading has not felt theibllght
of summer. The record of sales for the 1

initial week of August shows a continu-
ance of the brisk selling which rewarded
the activities of the brokers during
Jul A comparison of the operations
of the past week with the corresponding
period of 1913 shows an Increase of
nearly 10 per cent In favor of this year's
business. During the past six days the
brokers succeeded In closing Hi sales.

While excelling the business of last

Man cars with cowl fuei tanks emit
an irritatinc sound which becomes
louder as the tank Is drained of fuel.
The owner will wonder why he hears a
noise after havlne traveled 100 miles
and none when he started on the run
Keep the tank full Is the remedy
Spring squeaks, of course, follow- - many
owners, and the only safe remedy is to
lubricate the spring leaves and the
shackle bolts. Grease cups are provided
at the shackles, and these should be
given a turn each dav

Door squeaks are caused by pulling
the top straps too tightlv This causes
the doors to bind, and when going over

butnn them Is a difinirreenhle snuenk
heard A loose horn will cause a rattle I

as will a loose Part of the horn Loose
wheel spokes or rims, not sufficiently
tightened, will cive yqueaklnc or creak-
ing sounds sometimes iliffidilt to lo-
cate.

HOW TO DRIVE CAR

HOME ON A BLOWOU T

"An automobile can always be driven
home on a blow-o- ut casing If an extra
tube is carried, and on a punctured
casing, even If no extra tube Is In the
car. If tho driver knows the trick,"
remarked a Washington motorist.

"Suppose the shoe has been blow n out
and there Is an extra tube aboard, but
no blow-o- ut patch or shoe Is In the
kit. Burlap can be secured without
much trouble. Inflate the tube partially.
wrap the burlap (cut In strings) around
It fairly tight, and mount the tube
and casing In the usual way. Hurlap
Is tough and hard to cut and It usu-
ally will get you home.
'"But if you happen to bo caught

without an extra tube and you get apuncture or blow-ou- t. ou don't have
to go home, on a flat casing and rlm-c- ut

It. Take the casing oft and pack
it full of rags, newspapers, hay. straw,
bran, oats anything you cm get that
will answer the purpose. Tne Idea, of
course. Is to get something Into the
casing that will substitute for air and
hold the casing in fairly good shape
until you can get to a repair shop or a
supplv station "

It pays to know things like this,
because they not only sive a motoristmoney but a lot of trouble on the road

Two Ways of Finding
Small Leaks in Tires

Sometimes when the motorist is out
on the roid a tire will gradually be-
come deflated and oo. removing the tube
no leak whatever will bo perceptible on
exsmlnitlon. If thj road is a dusty
one. the small leak may be detected
by successively holding portions of the
partially Inflated tube nenr the ground
until that portion is reached which dis-
turbs the durt. duo to th escape of
air. Anotner way is ii hold the tube
to the face, an escape of nlr being lo-
cated by Its gently blowing- against
the cheek.
