On of the complaints that has
heretofore been made against the
production of moving picture
iramas, with some reason. Is that
the productions have all seemed to
have been made in such great haste.
It appeared to many enthusiastic

trouble with it. This is the one
chief trouble D. W. Griffith found
when he came into the film work
and it is largely due to his efforts
that the trouble has been eliminated.
The chief difference between the
American and European iilma has
always been that more care seemed
to be used in the production of the
foreign plays than the .American.
The idea was that the producers
were endeavoring to put out as
many films as possible rather than
as good films as possible. In his
arly Biograph productions Griffith

began the emphasis of quality over
quantity and truthfulness over wild
and rabid action. The Griffith films
stood out so clearly that the desire
to imitate them spread throughout
the moving picture world with the
result that nowadays a hastily madopicture is the exception in this coun-
try.
