WAR BULLETINS
A man suspected of being a Ger-

man spy. caught in the act of
carrier pigsons on a train

going from Antwerp. Belgium, was
caught b a woman, court-martial-

and shot. The woman seized the al-
leged spy and held him until other
passengers came to her assistance.

Leaders of Danish politics in Co-

penhagen declme that the neutrality
of Denmark must be maintained at
all costs. Otherwise the economic
distress, which is already acute,
they declare, will be accentuated.
The export of Danrsh goods to Eng-
land commenced last night, the gov-
ernment insuring ihe exportatlons
against war risks.

When the Japanese steamer Shl-ko-

JIaru failed to h2ed the har-
bor regulations at Hongkong, she
was fired on by the British fort at
that place and serionusly damaged.
One of the vessel's crew was killed.

John L. Ferguson, a Dartmouth
graduate, who halls from Spokane.

Announcement has been made that
vessels under a French flag will be
covered to S per cent of their value,
while the total value of cargoes un-
der the flag of allien of neutral
will be covered in consideration of a
premium.

Departure of the Austro-Hungari-

sulting from his failure to obtain
Italian support for Austria and Ger-
many.

GJULUNGER ATTACKS

SHIP KTRY BILL

Opposition to Conference Report

Develops When Attempt Is

Made to Obtain Vote.

Led by Senator Gallinger. a fierce at-

tack upon the conference report on the
"war emergency" ship registry bill was
made in the Senate this afternoon when
Senator O'Gorman attempted to obtain
a vote. Gallinger read telegrams and
letters from bhip owners stating that
there were- - now- - many idle ships want-
ing cargoes In virtually every port, par-
ticularly along the acifie coast.

Capt. Robert Dollar to the effect
that there weie thirty coastwise ships
at present in San Francisco harbor
alone. '

Senators Borah. Chamberlain, and
Jones sugested that it would he more
enterprising for these ship owners to
get in touch with the shippers, who
were crying for a bottom to transport
their nroducts-tha- n to send in petitions.

Senator Martine of New Jersey at-
tacked the provision admitting foreign
built ships, registered under the Ameri-
can flag, to the coastwise trade. He
made a plea for the American sailors
and shipbuilders.

His colleague. Senator Hughes, ask-
ed him if his figures tegarding the ton
nage of American ships had not been
given him by the New York Shipbuild-
ing Company. Martine indignantly de-

nied this, but lefused to give the name
of his Informant. He had Just put in
a telegraphic protest from that ship-
building company

Hughes then tailed attention to the
fact that tills company was now build-
ing two cruisers for foreign govern
ments on which It had been able to
make the cheapest bid in competition
with the entire world.

"So you see the American workman
does not need any protection. He is
able to hold his own against the world."
said Hughes.

Expect Big Benefit
From Registry Billt

Benefits expected for the American
.farmers nnd manufacturers from the

i nnssace of the ncndlnc ship registry
bill were described for The Times today I

by the men ho led the fight for thfl
nnce-ir-- nf tlii hill In the tW O hotlSCS

I of Congress, Senator O'Gorman, in the
! Senate, and Congressman Underwood. In
the House.

'This bill will relievo an emergency,
the dangers of which have scarcely
been realized." said Senator O'Gorman.
"I am not positive that it will prove a
panacea for all the ills of the trans-Atlant- ic

commerce situation, as I am
not sure that enough ships will bu at-
tracted to the American flag, evpn un- -

J der the favorable conditions created
iy tnts bill

"But at least In dolnB this, we will
have done an obvious thing which we
ought to have done, and which will ccr-tain- ly

provide a small fleet, at least, of
vessels to carry our crops and manufac-
tured products abroad, and bring our
American refugees home.

"I do not share the fear of some that
this act will involve us in the Euro-
pean conflict.

"It is futile to say that nothing will
be accomplished by this bill." said

Underwood. "Every bit of
tonnage that we bring to the American
nag will help In this emergency.

"As to the ships which would almost
certainly come In under this law, and
begin the transporation of our crops
and products abroad, the United Fruit
Company, an American corporation
whose ships fly the British flag, has
nearly two dozen ships which could
come in under this law, but most or
them could not come under our .lag
If the bill were not passed, because
the ships are over five years old.

"The Red Star line has five large ves-
sels all built more than five years ago,
with a tonnage capacity of nearly 42,000
net tons, owned by Americans and flying
the Belgian flag. There are many
others.

"But the contention is made here that
we are going to violaate the neutrality
laws if we pass this hill. What are w-- e

about to do? We have already, two
years ago. passed a bill authorizing for-
eign ships that were not over five years
of age to take American registry. This
bill merely wipes out the five-ye- ar lim-
itation, and allows all foreign built
vessels to take American registry, pro-
vided they are ownpd by American citi-
zens or American corporations."
