The initial shock to business having

oeeri saiciy passed, mis country is nu
settling down to the war basis made
necessarv by the embroilment of prac-
tically the whole of Europe in the
greatest struggle that the world has
ever witnessed. Consideration and co-

operation on the part of the leaders of
American business and the nation's
lawmakers are rapidly restoring and
rcaujusting iraae move., en n..u
graauai resumpi on aireauy muwo
place in such activities as can and must
be carried on In spite ot the great con-
flict abroad.

The past week has been notable pri-
marily for the demonstration of Intense
desire on the part of both tho Govern-
ment and business to render mutual

in solving the questions oi
commerce and exchange growing out of
the European entanglement, as evi-
denced in tho several Important con-
ferences that have taken place between
representatives of various branches
of the Government and the leaders in
iverse fields of commerce and indus-

try.
The carping criticism of lawmakers

that emanated only a few weeks ago
from financial and business centers,
to be met in turn with charges from
Administration leaders of efforts on
the part of the critics to warp public
opinion by false means have been hush-
ed. The critics and the criticised are
now working hand in glove for the ad-
vancement of American commerce, the
protection of this country's credit, and
the avoidance of missteps that might
cause a violation of tho nation's neu-
trality.

Atlantic Open, But Ships Few.
The most Important impetus to a re-

sumption of commercial activity is tho
announcement that Great Britain has
cleared the lanes of trans-Atlant- ic com-

munication, making possible tho ship-

ment of American products to foreign
shores. The most baffling subject now
is the securing of means of transporta-
tion for theso products.

Both houses of Congress, recognizing
the handicap under which this country
labored with Us foreign markets closed,
turned attention immediately 'to the en-

actment of legislation that would lower
the barriers erected by ancient naviga-
tion laws. The registry measure to
which Congress gave consideration is
said to have the approval of President
Wilson, and the general belief is that
such a measure would briny under the
American flag at least 100 ships that
now fly foreign colors.

To further encourage the shipment of
American goods, the prominent bankers.
shippers, and representatives of other j

lines of Industry who met Friday with
secretary of tire Treasury aicaoo to
devise means not only to preserve, but
also to increase American commerce,
advocated the assumption by the Gov-
ernment of the war risk ot American
shipping and cargoes.

The conferees contended that were
commerce restored and American grain
nnd cotton shipped abroad, in the near
future there would be practically an
Immediate relief of the demand for gold
for exchange through the provision of
an exchange in natural products.

The need' for an exchange is a press-
ing one. America owes a comparatively
large foreign debt, and many of the
international bankers of this country
arc contending that unless the United
States ships its gold to the warring
countries to meet Its indebtedness, its
credit will suffer severely.

To robke possible the exportation of
go'.d in amounts sufficient to meet tho
debt claim, some of the large bankers
vent so far as to advocate the releas-
ing of tho gold of the national
ranks nnd the substitution therefore of
national bank notes as a reserve medi-
um. The advocacy of legislation that
would permit such a stop, howtever. notonly met with strong opposition bv a
majority of banking Interests, but was I
