With the German army at Brussels, and the German outposts at Mechlin, half way between Louvain and Antwerp, the great fortified seaport of Belgium, on the River Scheldt, becomes the
center of Belgian operations on the extreme right of the German army. The strict cemsorship allows few facts as to the possible line of the French and English troops south
and southeast of Brussels to come out, but the English are reported as concentrated near Waterloo, and the French at Gembloux, while the valley of the River Dyle, which runs
from Genappe, through Ottignies, Wavre and Louvain to Mechlin, and fnally to the Scheldt itself, it is claimed, will mark out the first line of battle between the huge armies mow
in the field, in the heart of Belgium.
