President Wilson will read his war
tax message to Congress tomorrow
afternoon at 12:3o o'clock. In it ho will
ask Congress to paaa an internal rev-
enue tax measure for the purpose of
raising non.000.000. He hinwir will not
suggest the commodities upon which the
tax bo levied, but a bill specifying
all the details of the proposed tax was
submitted to him this morning by
Chairman Oscar W. Underwood of the
House Ways and Means Committee,
and approved by the President. Pres-
ent also at the conference was Con-
gressman John J Fitzgerald of New
York, chairman of the House Appro-
priations Committee.

Congressman Underwood declined to
give out the details of his measure, on
the ground that he had not yet sub-
mitted it to hl3 committee. It Is un
derstood that It may provide a tax
which will 'cover certain popular soft
drinks and soda fountain specialties.

The President finished his war tax
message this morning, having worked
far Into the night In Its preparation.
It is understood that he will emphasize
the fact that while at pre? nt there may
he no deficit In the Treasury In conse
quence of the curtailment of customs
receipts. It is esentlal at this time to
keep the Treasury In as strong a condi-
tion a3 possible, in order that there
might be no occasion to withdraw
funds already Issued to the banks to
tide them over the war crisis and pro-
vide sufficient sums for the movement
of crops.
