But It
does apply to Northern Democrat?. For
Instance. Senator Shively of Indiana
has a sharp contest on, and would be
better satisfied If free to go to his State
and conduct his campaign.

Things are shaping up for adjourn-
ment about October 1. Most of the
leaders talk that way now. But there
aro difficulties ln tho way. One Is the
war tax hill. Another Is the Govern
ment ship purchase bill. Unless the
ship purchaso bill Is dropped It will
take much time, especially In the Sen-
ate. Meantime, It is getting mor- - and
more difficult to keen a quorum of
Senators here.

In the absence of Secretary of 'War
Garrison officials of the War Depart
ment loaay rerused .to discuss thecharges brought by refugee
reaching London, of neglect and
crimination by Major Henry, one of the
Government relief officers at Havre,
France. An Investigation of tho charges
against Major Henry are expected to be
made, however.

Americans brought across the English
channel that Major Henry,
who. they had been told, would look
after them when they arrived at Havre,was aboard the liner Touralne with aparty of wealthy Americans, andthe refugees ln Havre without food orlodging and dependent upon the kind-ness of English officers who gave up
their quarters to the women chil-
dren and shared their rations.

If. a Hoover, chairman of the Ameri-
can committee In London, is quoted Ina cabled dispatch from London as say-
ing:

"It is that the true condi-
tions be known in America. There ha
been Insufficient handling of the situa-
tion by at least one person who, from
all accounts, was supposed to look after
the refugees. Persons of affluence
seem to have been well treated. I want
to say that the praise of the officers of
the Tennessee cannot be too high. They

no favoritism."
