Senator Reed
some days ago Hayed the conference re-
port mercilessly.

Senator Walsh criticised the speech of
Senator Reed. He said the recent speech
of Senator Brlstjw. charging that
President Wilson had surrendered "to
Wall Street, was not calculated to
spread .such an of the Ad
ministration as the speech of Senator
Reef'.

Senator Reed challenged Senator
alsh to point to any critlcsm he had

made of the President
"I have appealed to Congress," said

he, "to fulfill the pledges of the Demo-
cratic platform, and the requests mde
in the President's .wn message on trust
legislation."

I am glad to hear the Senator's
statement," said Senator Walsh, "but
the majority of the people reading the
speech of the Senator will put another
construction upon it. Hut 1 do not
believe ill temper and acrid criticism
will affect public opinion in regaid to
the i resent Administration "

COTTON LEGISLT

Texas Congressman Brings

Filibuster to Enforce At-

tention.

A filibuster to focus public opinion
upon the necessity for legislation to re-

lieve the cotton growers of tho South
was begun In the House today hv Con-
gressman Henry of Texas, chairman of
the Rules Commltee.

The House attendance was shy, ana
Mr. Henry forced two roll calls on
points of no quarum before business
could be taken up on the suspension of
the rules calendar.

"I do not want to be put In the at-
titude of filibustering," said Mr. Henry,
"but there is nothlnc that can come
before Congress of more Importance
than legislation for the relief of the
cotton growers of the South. I shall
oppose all recess and adjournment
plans until some assurance Is given
that there will be action, and while I
hope that It will not be necessary to
filibuster, the attention of members
must be called to the crisis in some
way."

Canal Zone, at Balboa. Permission to
operate this branch, with a capital of
$100,000. has been granted by the Federal
Reserve Board

An expert on foreign exchange, and
one familiar with the language and
customs prevailing on the Canal Zone
will be secured in New York

The activities of a branch Institution
of this nature, made possible by the
Federal Reserve act, are prescribed bv

the Federal Reserve Board from time
to time. At is organization the "Com
mercial National Bank of Washington,
Canal Zone Branch, as tho new bank
will be known, will serve principally as
a depository and a medium for the sale,
of foreign exchange No discount busi-
ness wjll be done It Is expect that the
new bank w'U be made the ofllcial de-

pository of tho United States Govern-
ment for the Canal Zone funds and for
ship toils collected.

"First Chief" Says He Has 100,-00- 0

Men Well Armed to Sup-

press Rebellion.

MEXICO CITT, Oct. 5. Encouraged'
bj the Indorsement given him by the
conference of generals here, which re-

fused to permit him to resign the pro-- v

isioual presidency. Gen. Vpnustiano
Carranza has issued a statement la!el-In- g

Villa as the tool of the reactionary
elements of Mexico. A significant iart
of the statement dealt with the ques-
tion of resisting the Villa revolution.

"The nation must know." Carranza
said, "that If we reach a stage where
it is impossible to otherwise suppress
their rebellion, we havo 100.000 men well
armed, artillery and machine guns, and
also we have right and Justice, which
are invincible, on our side."

The rebellion of General Villa, Car-
ranza said. "Is nothing but a plot in-

stigated by the cientiflcos and
hy all our conquered enemies who have
not received public offices on account
of Incompetence and cowardice."

Coupled with tho belligerent tonj of
General Carranza's statement, a report
has reached here that General Villa has
given up hope of reaching a peaceful
settlement of his quarrel with the
"first chief," and that Villa had re-
sumed preparations for a campaign
against Meilco City.

NACO, Mexico, Oct. 6. Bullets rain-
ed over the border today when the
forces of Governor Maytorena and
Gen. Benjamin Hill resumed fighting
at Naco. Sonora, across the border
from this place. One American
trooper in the border patrol was
wounded by a stray bullet. The
streets of Naco are so unsafe that
people have ben warned to stay In-

doors and sightseers are being stop-
ped a mile outside the town.

Disorders, Is Report.

Hncouraglng reports of conditions In
Turkey were received by the State
Department today from Ambassador
Morgenthau. No disorders followed the
abrogations of tho capitulations giving
Americans and other foreigners favored
treatment, and tho increased customs
duties went Into effect without Inci-
dent.

As an evidence that no trouble with
Turkey has arisen from the recent
withdrawal of A. Rustenj Bey. the
Turkish ambassador, from his post
here. Secretary Bryan quoted a report
from Ambassador Morgenthau which
stated that on the afternoon of October
1. the day on which the order abro-
gating the capitulations went Into ef-
fect, the ambassador by request ar-
ranged for the entrance of the brother
and two sons of tho Turkish foreign
minister in Roberts College, tho Ameri-
can school In Constantinople. It was
necessary to open special classes for
them.

Officials accepted this as a favorable
sign for the future discussion of this
Government's protest against the abro-
gation of the treaties.

"Thv may be regarded as satisfac-
tory and encouraging, when It la con-
sidered that such a high official as
the minister of war asks the education
of his sons In the American college,"
said Secretary Bryan.
