Pueblo with tho falling back of the

i arranzlstas toward Vera Cruz, all were
'ictors in presaging an early end to
the connlct.

Feneral Scott, chief of staff of thearmy, was due to arrive at Naco lstnight. Ho was expected to confer with
General Bliss, commanding the bordortroops, today, and tomorrow to meet

ni-rno- Maytorcna, and later General
Hill.

George C. Carothers.fi special agent of
the State Department, paveU the way
for the Scott peace meetings by con-
ferring with Maytorena at Naco. In re-
porting to the State Department. Mr.
Carothcrs predicted that thero would bo
a peaceful solution of the difficulties
with Mexican factions across the bor-
der from Naco.

The
owners of the magazine discharged the
editor in line with its policy not to per-
mit employes to be connected with
Mexican politics.

No representations have yet been made
to the Suite Department by the British
embassv regarding the killing of two
British subjects. It. E. Dunn Thom-
as Francis, near Nacozarl,

recently. Tho British consul at
Dauglas. Ariz., has been ordered by his
government to investigate following
the report of Consul SImplch at Nogales
that the men were not Americans, as
first supposed, but nrltlsh subjects.

Executions Have Ended.
Conditions in Mexico City are quieter,

according to udvlces reaching tho State
and there havo been no

further executions since tho Department
made protest against such
outrages. Arrests were made on De-

cember 17. but tho department was .ad-

vised that there had been no further
deaths of political pr.soners.
representatives In the Mexican capital
report that the administration
has provided for tho expenditure of
13,000,000 pesos for the country's pacill-catlo- n.
