Suggestion was made some months
ago that the photoplaywrlghts of
Washington organize an Inquest
club along the lines of the organ-
izations of that kind that have been
started n other cities. Perhaps the
suggestion was not clearly put or it
escaped the attention of the persons
interested. Or perhaps the inquest
club Idea is not altogether familiar
(o the aspiiing writers for the film
of this city. At any event, nothing
was heard from it. Within the rast
tsn days a successful photoplay-wiig- ht

who resides in this city has
bi ought tho matter to our attention
again, and has suggested that the
snllment of the wilters of Washing-
ton be sounded to determine wheth-
er or not it would be feasible or de-
sirable for them to get together at
intervals and go over the unsuccess-
ful plays that have been written with
the Idea of securing some definite
views as to the road to success along
which these plavs might be started.
The Photoplay Editor of The Times
would bo pleased to have the photo-playwrigh- ts

of the city communicate
w Itli him their views on the t.ubject
with the idea of furthering the in- -
tiiKiuciion or sucn persons to their
associates through the means of such
a clnb.

An inquest club Is exactly what
It's name Indicates, and is unlika any
other organization in the world. As
a matter of exact fact it Is not an or-
ganization at all. It Is a voluntary
gathering of people Interested in
writing scenarios. The idea origi- - .

Hated, we understand, with Kpcs 'Wluthrop Sargent, or some other ,
well-know- n writer on motion picture .
topics. Mr. Sargent and several oth- -
ei men and women who have entered --

the business of writing scenarios got
together in the home of one of their
number one evening, and b-- way of a
joko held an Inquest over a manu-
script that had been repeatedly re-
jected by producing companies.

The
people Interested gather at odd times
and places, wheif convenient and
bilng one or two plays that can
b studied. In New York some of
the sessions of the club are held
In a resturant all of them might
be held there, for all we know
and the sessions are of the most in-
formal character. There Is simply
a' presiding officer who may be se-
lected for each gathering. If the
members so desire. Everybody In-

terested In scenario writing Is
member of the club that Is, theie
are no applications or election
ueceMary. Common luteiest anil
common aspirations form the sole

1

tie tl-a- t binds. There are no duej
and no slated mcctlnge. That Is,
there Is no such thing necessary
Home clubs have permanent offlcei
and have Severn! officeis. But It li
not really necessary.

If It should be desirable to have
ucli gathcilnes In Washington, and

there ore surely enough photoplay-wrlgh- ts

living hero to make It de-
sirable. It will probably be well to
have a second officer to act as sec-
retary or whatever he mlhgt be
called, so that there might be some
one to Hcnd out notices of meetings.
However, that must be left to the
men and women who would form
the club. It has been suggested, as
we stated, that some Idea bo gained
as to just how many people would
Ilka to be Included In such an or-
ganization, and the Photoplay Editor
of The Times Is delighted to be able
to assist the authors to the extent
of acting as the medium for receiv-
ing responses lo thin invitation.

There Is no question aa to the val-
ue of such an organization. The
lack of technical knowledge which
practically every scenario- - writer
feels at the beginning and the lack
of association vith people engaged
In the same line of work or recrea-
tion, as the case may be, Is a veiy
serious matter. The screen is sup-
posed to porttay life and to portray
life It It necessity and desirable to
lecelve and digest views of all sorts
and conditions of people. Each pel --

son who writes a play or a story
has been the focus of the whims
and charactei Istlcs' of some class or
several classes of people, so that
when a number of such writers get
together they are able to icflect the
Ideas of life entertained by many
of the classes that go to make up
the human faintly. It is also a high-
ly desirable thing to leatn from theexperience of others how aucciss litany particular lino of endeavor Is
attained. All this Is totally aside
from the social benefit to be ob-
tained through association with peo-
ple who share common Ideas of
amusement, recieatlon, and Intel-
lectual exeiclse. G. "M.
