day be found to equal a set or 1,757,
which was amassed by the members ot
the Palace duckpin team when the
Urunswicks, of the National Capital
League were encountered on the Palace
ulleys. It Is safe to say that the collec-
tive1 performance of Messrs. llallcy,

Carroll. Lewis, and Krauss
will not be approached in many moons,
as the oldest dopsters of the pastime
aro scratching their heads in a vain
endeavor to figure out how the remark-
able string was accomplished, and how
'It can be repeated.

Palace's row of 1,757 comes as a lil-
ting sequel to the nest biggest match
that has ever been rolled in the Dis-

trict,, one of 1,724, which was huns up
by ttio same team when the Fat Men
were their opponents last season, and
behind these figures there are few In
the annals of duckpin rolling here which
have crept into the 1,700 class.

Games of 593. 573, and 591 arc
for the large total of 1,757,

and those healthy games came as the
result of some of the best duckpin co-
operation which has ever been witness
ed on a local alley, xo a. man, tno i'oi-rc- o

combination was working perfectly
and the five members performed their
parts together like a huge piece of well

Rubricated machinery the result is cvl- -
Ident.

In the first game, no lens than li
marks wore chalked up to the credit of
tho Palace quint, the second game de-
veloped 15 marks, while the third
brought out 18 marks. These figures
miow an element of consistency which
Is seldom secn.on the smoothest-runnin- g

teams, and goes to prove that tho btt is
one of tho greatest from a sporting
standpoint on record here.

Hallcy, Carroll. Lewis, and Krauss
;ach put over eleven marks, while Doc-
tor Lemmon's marks fell to the number
of six, he making up for the drop by
slving' a wonderful exhibition of wood-gettin- g.

His calling cards read, "Patent Attorney,' do Robinette's, but ho
alwayssupplements their presentation with the 'advice that he has a
side line which includes any form of bowling from duckpins to tenpins.
It is a question with tho bowlers whether Robinett practices bowling or
the other "legitimate" profession the most. Certain it is, that he has a
distinct leaning toward the alley sport, and if he is hb proficient in pur-

suing 'patent1 law as' he is in spilling the maples we think he should
abandon the runway entirely for the honorable business through which
he earns a' livelihood.

By all rights of eminent domain,' e pluribus unum, habeas corpus,
and the like, Robinette should never have strayed from the tenpin path
which he originally followed when he took up his bowling career. He is
a pioneer of the big game in 'Washington, but like many of the other
big- - pin rollers, has succumbed to 'the Furo of the smaller pins and balls.
Robinette, however, divides his devotion between the two pastimes, be-

ing a member of the Manhattan tenpin team and of the Brunswick
duckpin squad. He claims to haVe taught Fletcher the art of duckpin-nin- g

and after watching "Brunswick-Balke-Fletc- h" do a couple of
boxes, we are inclined to believe that Robinette holds somo severe
grudge against his captain. One of the big things which Robinette has
accomplished is to roll a game of 172 itu ducks, which is just six pins
less than the District of Columbia record; 178, held by Dave McCarthy.
