parking of vehicles for one hour at
least. The present ordinance, ho aald,
inconveniences the riding public and
Injures the merchants. In that it does
not allow sufficient time for shopping.

Other legislation suggested in the re-
port Included a "false advertising" bill
and an itinerant merchant law, simi-
lar to that now In effect In Vlralnla.
providing a special tax of $100 per day
for the privilege of doing the business
Indulged In by what he termed "fly-b- y-

Declares Business Good.
Mr. Andrews upbraided those mer-

chants who are prone to be pessimistic,
doclarlng that notwithstanding the
mtich-talked-- of business depression in
the United States he had found, upon
pinning the member of his asnoclaHon
to the point, that their business In nlno
cases out of ten had been better during
me year mi tnan in the previous year.
In the courso of wide travels through-
out the 'country in the post twelve
months, he added, he had upon careful
investigation, been convinced that in no
instance could the merchants of Wash-
ington be placed at a disadvantage
through the comparison. In many of
the cities visited, he said, the business
people spoke of Washington's retail es-
tablishments as ti Idealism In trade.

Particularly was this gratifying, the
speaker remarked, when it is remem
bered that no other city In the country
Is called up to cater to so cosmopolitan
a trade as Is the National Capitol.

Declaring that quality and service will
always receive winning recognition, Mr.
Andrews said the association might In-
vite the customers of Its members to
"Call on us for everything, and at any
time," which, ho said, was the organi-
sation's new slogan.

To Promote Business.
Mr. Andrews endeavored to impress

upon his auditors the true purpose of
the association by reminding them they
were organized to promote tho retail
mercantile business, and consequently
should be more deeply concerned In that
ooject than in obtaining public Improve-
ments for tho city.

The report of E. C. Graham, the treas-
urer, showed the association to have a
substantial balance. Charles J. Colum
bus, tho secretary, reviewed the associa-
tion's activities during the year, and
snoke of the point of efficiency to wbich
the credit information bureau has been
developed.
