away."

THo President Is reasonably sure to
Ve accorded a renomination Jn 1916 with-
out a struggle, unless there Is a de-

cided shift In the present situation.
At one time, there was a movement

for the nomination of Champ Clark,
undoubtedly encouraged by some of the
1912 friends of Mr. Clark, but there is

Reason to believe that this ' movement
has been halted.

Speaker Clark himself Is not disposed
to. get Into the race. That is, he Is will-
ing to allow President Wilson to be re-
nominated and lead the 1916 fight. Of
course, If the 1916 situation, by any
change of conditions, should become a
Xree-for-a- ll, and Secretary Bryan and
others should enter It, Mr. Clark would
undoubtedly run.

The Speaker never has- - lost his an-
tipathy to Bryan, caused by what oc-
curred at Baltimore. And he never will.
Any talk that the breach has been
patched up may be dismissed.

Leaders Frankly Gloomy.
Democratic leaders about the Capitol

talk unreservedly about the 1C16 out-
look, and say frankly that he prospects
for 1916 arc not bright, and that they
look to sec the country swing back to
the Republicans.

The general trend among the Demo-
crats in Congress is blue. However, the
1116 campaign is twenty months away,
and many things can 1appen .In that
time. End of the European war, bl
revival In business, legislative action
which would appeal to the country, and
like developments, as both Democratic
and Republican leaders realize, might
send the tide running stionyly in the
Democratic direction.

CoriiHieiiit on the renomination of
President Wilson within the Democratic
elides here Is of two kinds. The ad-
mirers of the President say he is the
only Democrat who stands any show of
leading the party to another Victory.
Tlic men who are hostile to him say
no Democrat con be elected, and under
the circumstances they are willing to
have Mr. Wilson run again. Some of
the Clark men say bluntly that they
look for defeat, and hence do not want
Speaker Clark to be a candidate.

As it matter of fact, on the basis of
the ligurcs of the 1914 election, the view
of many of the Democrats that they
cannot win In 1916 Is unwarranted. If
the Progressive paity should continue
strong, or If the remnants of this party
should divide evenly the Democrats
would stand a good show to win.

'Democrats Have Chance.
The unofficial figures of the 1914 elec-

tion show the Democrats the country
over polled 6,324.962 votes; Republicans,
6,013,374; Progressive party, 1,906,417, and
Socialists, 687,495. The Democratic vote
was about 32,000 more than in 1912, theRepublicans gained about 1,500,000 votes,
and the Progressive party lost about
2.100,000 votes. If It be assumed that
the Progressive party Is going practical-
ly to pieces in 1916, and that by far thelarger fraction at its vote Is going to
the Republicans, then, taking popular
vote as an index, the Republicans will
win. Tt is true this assumption is com-
mon among most politicians in Washing-
ton at this time. But It is not to be
overlooked that if the Democratic party
should appeal strongly enough to theProgressive party vote to draw about
half that vote to Itself or If anything
should happen to strengthen the Pro-
gressive party the Democrats would
again be victorious and President Wil-
son would get another term.

President Wilson undoubtedly was
correct when he said at Indianapolis
fn effect that everything defended on
the independent vote.

Crew of Wrecked Vessel
Drift Five Days at Sea

NEW YORK, Jan. 26-- The steamer
York Castle, which arrived trom Swan-
sea, brought Capt. Aimer Kelly and five
seamen of the three-maste- d schooner
Alice Lord, abandoned at sea on Jan-
uary 17, while on the voyage from Jack-
sonville to New Bedford.

Captain Kelly aald lie sailed from
Jacksonville on January 7 with a load
of lumber. Off Frying Pan shoal the
vessel ran Into a gale, which carried
her to Hatteras, while she struck
en the outer Diamond shoal. She re-

mained on the shoal for three hours
until all masts were lost and her bows
carried away. Osboin Hazel, aged
fifteen years, was washed overboard
and lost.

For five days then the vessel drifted,
a complete wreck. The crew, almost
without food and with no water, were
compelled to lash themselves to the
deck house. Last Sunday the steamer
Mornbassa sighted the wreck and res
cued all hands. As the Mornbassa
was bound to Havre, the men were
transferred on Wednesday lo the YorK
Castle.

United States and Nicaragua.

A new treaty with Nlcorauua, provid
ing ror the payment by this Government
of $3,000,000 for an option on the Nlcur- -

aguau lnteroceanle canal route and for
a naval base site on tho Gulf of lon-up- i

Iihs been favorably leported by
the Senate Committee on Foiclgn Re
lations. Costa Rica also claims rlgnts in
tho canal ana negotiations lur u new
tieaty have been begun which, It is
understood, will piovlde for the pa-int- nl

of $1,500,000 for Costa Rica's HghtB.
This mav be submitted as an amend-
ment to the pending Nlcaiaguun treaty.

Salvador and Honduras, while mak-
ing no claim of ownership in .Nlcara-
guan canal lights, set claim to part
ownership In the Gulf ot Fonseca,
whose waters touch their countries.

PARTY AS A MENACE

David Goldstein Assails the
Teachings of Marx and En-ge- ls

Lecture.

Attacking Socialism as "atheism in
its modern garb," David Goldstein, or
Boston, formerly a leader of the Social-
ist party, vigorously opposed the teach-
ings or Marx, Engels, nnd others in an
addres on "Christianity vs. Socialism"
In Gonzaga College Hall last night. The
lecture was under the auspices the
Knights or Columbus. Mr. Goldstein
said ir the teachings or Socialism were
adopted "It would mean the dixruption

, ot tne christian family, and the substi
tutlon of the doctrines 'free love' and
'materialism' ror morajlty and tho eter-
nal theory religion."

"Socialism" he said, "is atheism in its
modern garb, but the Socialist party
platforms do not contain the underlying
piluclple tlm doctrine. This Is con-
tained only in the writings of prominent
Socialists which are circulated as the
truths upon which the party foundation
rests! These leaders udvocate rree love
and atheism. They seek to have Social-
ism throttle the state with hand
the state."

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BALTIMORE MAY GET

FIRST BRANCH BANK

Federal Reserve Board Not

Likely to Take Center From

Richmond.

The city of Baltimore 'may, In Me
neat- - future, be nlven the first branch
bank to be cicated under the Federal
reserve system. Baltimore will not,
however, obtain the reserve bank for
the Fifth district, which Is now in
Richmond.

No official action with respect to these
two matters litis been taken and the
FedcraUReservo Board has reached no
formal decision on the Baltimore pro-

test against tho location of the district
reserve bank In Richmond. II Is prac-
tically assured, however, that such ac-

tion will bo taken.
According to Information gleaned at

the Treasury Department members of
the Federal Reserve Board are not In

clined to look with favor upon the Bal
timore protest which would necessitate
a general change In alignment In the
Federal reserve district In which these
two cities, as well as Washington, are
located.

Establishment of a blanch bank In
Baltimore was considered by the board
some time ago, but action was post-
poned until tho formal protest of Balti-
more ogaliist location of tha main bank
at Richmond had been disposed of. It
will be considered with the Pittsburgh
tfrotest against location of a reserve
bank In Cleveland and a decision
reached at an early meetlnr.

Creation ot branch banks in any city
where such a course Is considered
necessarv or advisable Is provided for
In the Federal reserve act, such branch
banks to serve the Immediate terri-
tory or commercial center In which
thev are locnted. Whether or not thla
would permit Washington bankers to
operate with the Baltimore branch has
not been determined. It Is probable,
however, that the activities ot the
branch bank will be confined to Ual-tlmo- re

seven directors shall chosen by the
rtlotHpt bank and three bv the Federal
Reserve Board. The branch bank con-

ducts nil of Its functions the
district bank.

Roosevelt and Taft Recruited in

Ranks of Army League's
Campaign.

Two former Presidents have beon re-

cruited In the ranks of the Army
League's national defense campaign, ac-

cording to letters made public today by
Frederick L. Huldekoper, secretary of
the organization.

One la from Colonel Roosevelt to Mr.
'Huldekoper, while the' other is from

Taft to former Secretary
ot War Henry L. Stlmsoii. The letter
fioni Colonel Roosevelt Is as follows:

"I wish most earnestly to congratu-
late the Army League through you on
the work It Is doing, Nu organization,
in our country is lighting for a worthier
and more patriotic cause. I shall give
you all the support In my power to
urge every far-sight- and wise citizen
or the United States who loves his coun-
try to join your organization. With
heartiest good wishes."

The letter from Mr. Taft reads:
"I am very glad that Frederic L.

Huldekoper la taking part In the ques
tion or a common-sens- e improvement or
our military defense. He wrote seme
articles on the subject of the army that
snowed a very satisfactory and compre-
hensive knowledge of the conditions of
our military defense, and what aeemed
sensible suggestions a to the methods
of improvement. I am quite sure that
any league influenced by his recom-
mendations would not favor cither mili-
tarism or supine neglect."

'Movies' Hypnotize,
Declares Preacher

"Incite and Pervert Emotion," De-

clares Cleveland Pastor After
Investigation.

CLEVELAND. Ohio. Jan. 25. "Mental
thrills caused by sensational motion pic-
tures deteriorate the mind. Fifty per
cent of moving picture films today
hypnotize, demoralise, and aie emotion-
ally dangerous. They Incite and pervert
emotions. Nothing in the films Is nor-
mal, everything Is accentuated."

These are the views of the Itev. Hugh
Blrney. "probing pastor," who Investi-
gated motion picture houses here. He
would tone down the movies, and has
put nis views before Mayor Newton D.
Baker to be made the sbasis of either
State or municipal legislation.

The farilous president of the Interna-

tional Bible Students' Association, whose
have extended over thirty--

live years, said on the subject, "To
Hell and Back In the Bible Way," that
In his opinion "hell" could mean nothing
morn than death, Instancing the Hebraic
term "sheol," which means a hole or
tomb and Is utterly unconnected with
the prevailing conception of a devil, a
domain of fire, and a system of acute
and everlasting torture.

"Eternal torture Is surely no Bible
doctrine." he declared. "A hell of God's
creation Is Inconceivable. Surely a ben-
eficent God would not create such a
place, nor Inflict everlasting
upon the beings He has created."

Russell stated that the Bible
history of 4,0,00 years and more has no
reference to any other hell than sheol.
The persons who translated it were
obliged to translate the majority as
grave or pit, he said.

"They should have made no excep-
tion," he asserted. "In every case the
word should have been rendered grave
or pit; that Is Its meaning."
