HIT IN VAUDEVILLE

First Appearance in Sketch
Protesting Against War Is

Well Received.

NEW TORK. Jan. 28. Nazlmova is
the latest well-know- n star to enter
vaudeville, and yesterday afternoon In
the Palace Theater she gave the first
performanrc of a gripping little play
called "War Brides,'' by Marlon Craig
Wcntworth.

Tho play Is an effective protest
against war, and Is also an argument
for the voice of woman In International
affairs. The action of the piece Is laid
In a var-rldde- n country, and concerns
Itself with an episode following tho
half request and. half command of a
sovereign that all single soldiers marry
before leaving for the, front In order to
provide a second generation of "cannon
fodder."

Joan, played by Nazlmova, Is about
to becomo a mother. Her husband Is
fighting, with his two brothers, and
anothor brother, who Is merely a boy.
Is called to Join the conflict. When a
young lieutenant tries to lnduco Joan's
slstcr-ln-la- w to agree to a "war mar-rlage- "'

Joan, who has a horror of war.
Interferes, and is leprlmanded by the
captain as one discouraging a proper
social movement.

Word Is brought of the death of her
husband and his two brothers. Crazed
with grief, sho denounces tho conflict,
and Is arrested. She begs leave to write
a message to tho Emperor, and the cap-
tain, thinking her grief has turned her
mind, humors her. She gives tho mes-
sage to tho captain as she passes Into
another room and tells him to read It.

As he finishes reading her message,
which states that sho refuses to bear
her child until the Emperor promises
there shall be no more war, a shot Is
hoard In the next room and the cap-
tain announces her death as tho cur-
tain falls.

Nazlmova gave a performance of
Joan marked by Intensity of feeling,
while Charles Bryant, Mary Alden and
Gertrude Berkley gave her .idequato
support. The applause war so pro-
longed at the conclusion of the sketch
that she was forced to respond with
a speech of thanks.

Try to Find Fifteen,
Feared Lost in Wreck

NEW YORK, Jan. 26. Efforts were
renewed today to obtain details of
the sinking of tho yacht Idler, on
which it Is, believed fifteen persons
went down, during a heavy gale Sun-
day night on tho Inner Diamond
Shoals, fourteen miles off Cape Hat-tera- s.

The first report of tho accident
was received here today by wireless.

The Idler was owned by J. P. Jef-
ferson, of Warren, Pa., president of
a company manufacturing gaB and
steam engines, and waa bound for
Havana, Cuba, where it was to pick
up Jefferson and a party of friends
for a year's cruise In Southern waters.

Miss Adams, in thu two plays, was
shown in entirely different characters,
that are distinctly Adorns creations.
Leonora is so absolutely improbable a
character that even Mr. Barne makes
a partial apology tor It In the closing
speech he gives the Judge lu which ha
states that Leonora is nut a woman of
today. But Improbable as Leonora
might seem to Mr. Barrle, and as sho
appears on analysis. Miss Adams makes
her not only proouDio una possiuie, out
so convincing that no one In the audi-
ence, not even the most hardened crust
of law and custom that hides a real
human being, but behoved tho action of
the Judge and the Jury and of all
Leonora s friends waa precisely thu
proper action.

As Katherlne, she was whimsical,
haughty, stormy, audacious, and yet al-
ways keenly allvo to her situation and
mastering it beautifully. As a kaleido-
scope of feminine foibles she offered a
perfect picture. And as an Interpre-
ter of the ideas of both Barrle and
Shakespcaie sho guve that sort of per-
formance which, llko the Ideas of Mr.
(Barrle and Mr. Shakespeare, are so real
to a many-side- d audlenco that each
sees what he wants to see and what
delights him to see, and each is satis-
fied.

The supporting company Is well chos-
en.
