Method Causes Compromise,

Harvard's President Emer-

itus Tells Federal Board.

NEW TORK, Jan. 29. That the life
, of philanthropic foundations should be

restricted by law Is the opinion of the
majority of the members of the Federal
Commission on Industrial Relations.

The evidence already adduced Is de- -'

els red by some of the members to em
phaalzethe need of such action, and It
Is expected such a recommendation will

' be made to Congress. This, and com-
pulsory reports to Congress with Gov-
ernmental representation upon the
boards ,1a about as far as the major-
ity of the commission believe it will be
advisable to go In suggesting curbing
legislation.

The commission today read Into Its
record the story of the Colorado strike
Irom the standpoint of the miners aspresented to the Congressional Commit-
tee on Labor, and also heard representa-
tives from the United Mine Workers,
who detailed the causes leading up to
the outbreak.

Approves Interlocking Plan.
Dr. Charles W. Eliot, president emeri-

tus of Harvard University, was the first
witness. He said he was a member of
the general education board, the Rocke-
feller Foundation, and of the Carnegie
Peace Foundation. He saw no objection
to Interlocking directorates in- - endowed
foundations,

"It makes for efficiency," he said.
In the board with which ho is con-

nected, he said, the most efficient men
are those of the widest experience. Be-
cause of this, be believed there was far
from an abundance of such men In
America.

"Do you know of any Instances," he
was asked, "where educators have been
unduly Influenced In their work by the
desire to secure money from the gen-
eral education board or the Carnegie
Foundation?"

Many Instances of Good.
"Never unduly Influenced. I have

known of many Instances where edu-
cators were Influenced for good by these
funds. Before the general education
board was created we were erecting

'new buildings for the Harvard medical
school. We were without means to
equip these buildings. With a commit-
tee of the faculty, I applied for a gift
from Mr. Rockefeller. I explained the
cost. Starr Murphy was sent by Mr.
Rockefeller to investigate. He Inquired
Into every detail. After an examina-
tion for three, weeks he left.

"Later I was Invited to come to the
Rockefeller offices, where I met Mr.
Murphy and John D. Rockefeller, Jr.
The latter told me that to support ond
live In these buildings would take more

- than I supposed, but If Harvard would
raise $875,000 additional, his father would

f give our medical school $1,000,000. This
' we did."

"Nearly $200,000,00 has been put Into
. the work of education since 1902 by the

education board," he said.
Dr. Eliot declared there could be no

general rule regarding the length of a
working day. Uniformity in this line,
)ie declared, was an absolute evil. A
proper income for an unskilled work-
man, he said, would depend entirely en
where the worker lived.

"What would-b- e proper In Germany,
would probably not do here In Amer-
ica," he said, "while In China condi-
tions still would be more different. I
came to the conclusion, some years ago,
that In the Ashing village of Mt. Desert,
where a man had his home his garden
and wood lot he could easily get along
on $250.

"I am certain that the diet of the
families of laboring men costs too much
and Is far .from the proper sort so far
as nutrition Is concerned. We all eat
too much, especially meat and could
stive much money If we would only plan
a scientific diet."

Regarding compei.satlon for disability,
Dr. Eliot evaded any answer, saying
that was a matter for "accident insur-
ance experts." He said the German
compensation plan was the best In the
world.

"It Is a great misfortune for a child
to have to work to aid the famllv In
parntnsr a llvlnc. In cltv factories. Chil
dren should never be employed Indoors
In any machine Industry," he said. "I
would fix the age limit at sixteen for
fftctorv workers

"I believe In the general organization
of labor. In fact, I approve organisa-
tion In everything and especially In the
higher professions. I oppose lawless-
ness, however. Some unions advocate
It. They have no right to exist. I see
little change in the Industrial unrest.
Five years ago I thought that lt was
Increasing. Today I do not know."

Dr. Eliot said employers were more
fair to their employes today than they
were some years ago. The sources of
friction between capital and labor are
grnriunllv belne eliminated, he said.

"The Rockefeller Foundation holds BOO

of the bonds of the American Agricu-
ltural Chemical Company," said Walsh.
"A director of the Foundation Is a di-
rector of the company. A serious strike
Is In progress there, and men have been
killed and wounded. Now do you be-
lieve this fact would prevent the Foun-
dation from Impartially Investigating
the causes nnd responsibility for this
strike?"

"I certainly do not," replied Eliot.
"The Rockefeller Foundation has no
moral orIgai responsibility to Inves-
tigate this strike because of Its Bond
holdings. I believe that if It were to
make such an Investigation, however,
the Directors, in question would not be
Influenced because he waB also a direc-
tor of the company."

RALSTON TESTIFIES

AT RATE HEARING

Commuters' Side of Proposed

Schedule Heard by Examin-

er Woodward of the I. C. C.

Attorney Jackson H. Ralston, repre-
senting the Berwyn Citizens' Associa-
tion, gave testimony before Examiner
Woodward, of the Interstate Commerco
Commission, In the hearing of the pro-
posed increase In commutation rates on
the Metropolitan branch of the Balti-
more and Ohio railroad. '

The only other witness at the morn-
ing seslon was John J. Eklne, of the
acoountlng department of the railroad,
who gave costs of train operation yes-
terday and was cross examined today.
A comparative schedule of present and
proposed rates was Introduced by Mr.
Ralston purporting to show that the
proposed rates are an increase of from
43.2 per cent to 67.8 per oent, with an
average of 49.27 per cent

"I have resided in Hattsville since
1882,"' said Mr. Ralston, "and at that
time the quarterly ticket rate was lll.ro.
A few years later It was changed to
$9.60, and It has remained at that figure
for practically thirty years.

Sees Street Car's End.
Already the Idea has been advanced

In Los Angeles by a representative of
a large automobile concern that not
only will the street car eventually dls
appear, but that the "Jitney" will go out
of business too, and In their stead will
come an "motor express" service of
cars built for city traffic, with a ca
paclty of ten or twelve passengers that
will operate along regular routes, with
branch lines and transfer stations.

The buses are called "Jitneys" in the
West because "YJltney" Is slang for a
nickel, the smallest coin that the West-
erners bother about.

There has been some complaint about
the new service. At a public hearing
in the Oakland council room It was
charged that the "Jitneys" didn't fol-
low schedules or obey police regula
tions and the police oouldn't do any-
thing with them because the "Jitneys"
were so numerous. Then there has been
complaint that tho "Jitneys" have In-

creased the danger to pedestrians on
the streets. But tho West likes the
service notwithstanding.

And In the East, while New York and
other cities are talking of regular bus
lines, over in Baltimore a "Jltnoy bun'
Service Is to start next Tuesday with
backing which promises to. mako It a
"go."

It has been figured out that In San
Francisco, the transbay cities, Los An-gole- s,

Portland and Seattle, alono 2,376
Jitneys" are doing a dally business oi

$19,000, which Indicates that in the
course of a year they would take In
$6,925,000 that under ordinary circum-
stances would go to the traction com
panies.

"Jitney" buses doubled In number In
San Francisco In one week and guaran-
tees have been made that on the open-
ing day of the gTeat exposition, Febru-
ary 20. fully 2.000 cars will be In readi
ness to accommodate passengers.

Becomes Big Question.
Automobile men in San Francisco, who

hire out their cars for $3 an hour, insist
they have been hard hit by the "Jitneys"
and are Joining their protests with tl.o
street railway men against the "Jitney"
service and are praying for remedial
legislation that will curb the present
activities.

Tho municipal officials, It is under-
stood, have been trying not to take sides
on the question that Is so working up
their constituents, but It Is probable,
that ordinances will be considered deal-
ing with the licensing and regulation if
tho "Jitney" men.

Mayor Brown, of San Antonio, Texas,
recently said that he didn't think that
city should do anything one way or the
other with this big question, which had
its advantages and disadvantages for
the time being. Before making up his
mind on the subject he said ho wanted
to find out what other cities are doing.
